Abstract

Master's thesis on the topic: "Women in politics in the school subject”
Sun is, common history " contains 130 pages of a text document, 78 sources used,
chart 4, 7 applications.

The relevance of this study is determined by the tasks of modernization of
modern historical education and the need to improve its quality. The draft concept
of the new CMC on world history states that in school textbooks ‘“attention should
be paid to gender history, which corresponds to the latest trends in the development
of historical science”. The introduction of a gender approach in the teaching of such
an important and significant subject as history is considered as an important element
in the development of civil society.

The purpose of the dissertation research is to assess the possibilities of
implementing in the school subject "universal history™ of scientific approaches to
the study of the problem of women in politics.

Tasks:

1. To determine the approaches within the framework of which the problem
of women in politics is studied in the scientific literature and in the school subject
“general history”.

2. Based on the approaches we have identified, to identify resources and
deficiencies in teaching the problem of women in politics in the school subject
“General History”.

3. To create a set of tasks for working out deficits in the study of women in
politics at the lessons of "universal history".

The object of research is the scientific approaches used in the school subject
"general history" to study the problem of women in politics

The subject of the study is the possibility of implementing scientific
approaches to studying the problem of women in politics in the school subject

"universal history".



Research methodology. When writing a dissertation, the method of content
analysis was used, as well as the method of interrogation, the analytical method and
the method of generalizing data.

The novelty of this work is that, based on the analysis of school books on
General History, resources and deficits in the study of the problem of women in
politics were allocated.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that its materials can
be used in the preparation of lessons and elective courses on the study of gender and
women's history.

Approbation. Some aspects of the dissertation research are reflected in the
article “Women in Politics in School Books on General History (Grades 5-9 )” ( co-
authored by supervisor E. Meer) published in the collection of the XIII All-Russian
Scientific  Conference with International Participation “World History
civilizations. Socio-political processes: directions and research methods “in the
framework of the VII international scientific and educational forum" Man, family
and society: history and development prospects ". And also in the yet unpublished
article “Women in Politics in School Books on General History (Grades 10-11)”
as part of the conference “History of World Civilizations.” social processes in the
anthropological dimension. ”

As a result of the study, we identified the main scientific approaches used in
studying the problems of women in politics. Based on the approaches outlined, a
content analysis of school books on universal history was conducted, a survey was
conducted among students in grades 5-11, the possibilities and deficiencies in
teaching women in politics in the school subject "universal history" were identified,

and methodological recommendations were proposed to eliminate these deficits.
