ABSTRACT

The final qualification work, “Possibilities of Using Historical Sources in the
Study of Russian-Chinese Relations in Siberia in the 18th Century,” contains 108
pages of a text document, 4 appendices, 15 sources used, 2 of which were
previously unpublished. The list of sources and literature consists of 75 units.

At present, it is important to use contradictory historical sources in the
educational process, the need for teaching students techniques of multi-aspect and
multi-level analysis of sources, expanding the circle of these sources has increased.

The object of the study is the cognitive activity of students in the process of
studying the historical sources of Russian-Chinese relations in Siberia in the XVIII

th century.

The theoretical significance of the study lies in the generalization and
systematization of theoretical material on this problem.

The practical significance of the dissertation is that the work presents
theoretical and practical material on working with historical sources in history
lessons. Instructions, instructions for use have been developed. The texts of
historical sources presented in the work will help the teacher to give differentiated
knowledge, develop creative thinking, and form practical skills to consolidate the

students' knowledge on the subject of history.

CONCLUSION:

There is an organic connection between educational and extracurricular activities
in the value-targeted, substantive and procedural aspects of the general

humanitarian education of schoolchildren. The topics of extracurricular activities



on history are formed in the continuation of the plots and problems discussed in the

lessons.

Modern forms of extracurricular work on history that are adequate to the
challenges of the time and the goals of humanitarian education, imply the active
participation of students in the preparation and conduct of events, living events in

which the past, present and future meet.

The implemented project showed that in the course of the activity, students
saw the practical application of their knowledge and skills. Participants were
interested in the end result. Activities in the project allowed to expand the
boundaries of their knowledge, there was a need for a more in-depth study of
history. The sense of responsibility that each of the participants experienced only

rallied the team.

As experience has shown, organizing project activities using the study of
historical sources, it contributes to the formation of schoolchildren's interest in the
history of their small homeland, the history of the country, and the world. The
process of finding answers to project questions by sources involuntarily leads
students to search for information and beyond a given topic, which forms their
information skills. And the real results of the project prove the practical relevance

of their activities.
