Subject of research: psychological and pedagogical conditions affecting the
formation of social interaction skills in children of preschool age with ASD.

The purpose of the research: to theoretically substantiate, develop and test in
practice a psychological and pedagogical program for the formation of social
interaction skills in children with ASD in the early preschool age.

Research methods: generalization and analysis of literature data on the research
problem; included and not included surveillance; questioning of parents; VB-MAPP
- a program for assessing speech skills and social interaction for children with autism
and other developmental disorders M. Sandberg; autism rating scale in children
S.A.R.S .; formative experiment; qualitative and quantitative analysis of the data
obtained.

The novelty of the research results lies in the fact that a psychological and
pedagogical program has been developed to develop social interaction skills in
children of primary preschool age with ASD.
