SUMMARY OF THESIS

Structure and workload of thesis. The work consists of an introduction, 3
chapters, conclusion, list of references in the amount of 102 sources, includes 7
tables, 11 figures, 3 applications.

The aim of the study is to theoretically substantiate the process of formation
of communication skills in preschool children with autism spectrum disorders by
means of non-verbal theater.

The object of the study is the process of formation of communication skills
of preschool children with autism spectrum disorders.

The subject of the study is nonverbal theater as a means of forming
communication skills of preschool children with autism spectrum disorders.

Research methods include theoretical analysis of psychological-
pedagogical and medical literature; psychological-pedagogical research;
ascertaining, forming and control experiments; mathematical data processing.

The practical base of the research was the scientific and practical center
"Clinic of modern cognitive and rehabilitation technologies" in Krasnoyarsk. The
study involved 25 preschoolers with autism spectrum disorders.

The theoretical significance of the study consists in clarifying the concept
of "communication skills", distinguishing it from similar concepts, between which
the relationship is established, describing the ontogenesis of certain areas of
communication skills, revealing the specifics of the features of communication
skills of preschoolers with autism spectrum disorders and identifying the essential

characteristics and specifics of the formation of communication skills by means of

non-verbal theater.



The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that the results allow
more effectively implement the process of formation of communication skills of
preschoolers with autism spectrum disorders.

Obtained result. In the course of the study, we developed a model of
formation of communication skills of preschool children with autism spectrum
disorders through non-verbal theater.

The comparative analysis of diagnostic data on the method of expert
evaluation of nonverbal communication by A. M. Kuznetsova and evaluation of
communication skills of children with autism spectrum disorders by A.V.
Khaustov's questionnaire showed that this model provided an increase in the level
of development of perceptual and communicative capabilities and positively

influenced the level of formation of communication skills of preschoolers with

autism spectrum disorders.
