MASTER DISSERTATION ABSTRACT
Features of the relationship of mothers to family roles and attitudes towards
their often sick children 8-9 years’ old

Thesis consists of 87 pages, 5 illustrations, 25 tables, 60 sources, 5
appendices.

The purpose of the study: to study the features of the relationship between
mothers' relationships with family roles and attitudes towards their often ill children
and develop a correctional program aimed at optimizing parent-child relationships.

Object of study: the attitude of mothers to family roles and to their often ill
children.

Subject of study: features of the relationship of the relationship of mothers to
family roles and relationships to their often sick children 8-9 years old.

Research methods: theoretical analysis and systematization of data on the
problem in the psychological, pedagogical and medical literature. The empirical
method of collecting data: individual medical records of the child for assessing
health status (form No. 086/y); test questionnaire parent relationships (A.J. Varga,
V.V. Stolin), the questionnaire parent plants, the method of the
PARI (ES Schaeferand RK Bell). M Methods for Mathematical Statistics: the
calculation of the correlation coefficient of Spearman.

The novelty between the scientific work and the results obtained from other
authors is as follows:

1. For the first time, the relationship of the mother’s attitude to the family role
and her attitude to the often ill child of 8-9 years old was identified and studied.

2. A corrective program aimed at optimizing parent-child relationships in the
family with a frequently ill child has been developed and tested.

The practical significance of the study is determined by the fact that
the revealed relationship between the mother’s attitude to the family role and the
relation to her often ill child of primary school age and the developed program,
directions for correcting and optimizing child-parent relations in the family with the

often ill primary school student can be used by education workers , health care to



increase the effectiveness of forms and ways of working with parents, to optimize
parent-child relationships.

The results of the study were tested in the framework of the XX International
Scientific and Practical Forum of Students, Graduate Students and Young Scientists
“Youth and Science of the XXI Century” (Krasnoyarsk, 2019); in the framework of
the VIII International Educational Forum “Man, Family and Society: History and
Development Prospects” (Krasnoyarsk, 2019). On the research topic, an article was
published in the collection "Modern psychological and pedagogical education™,
materials of international psychological and pedagogical readings in memory of
L.V. Yablokova, Krasnoyarsk 2019, electronic edition; in the framework of the
decade of sciences IPPO memory M.N. Vysotsky “Scientific Portal - 20207,
Krasnoyarsk 2020.

The dissertation contains an introduction, two chapters, conclusion,
bibliography, appendices. The text contains tables and figures. The introduction
explains the relevance of the study, the object, subject, goals, formulates a
hypothesis, defines the tasks, methodological foundations, reveals the scientific
novelty, theoretical and practical significance of the work, approbation and
application of the results. The first chapter, “Theoretical analysis of the relationship
of mothers to family roles and attitudes towards their children of primary school age,
depending on their state of health,” identifies theoretical approaches to solving this
problem, discusses the basic concepts (often an ill child, family role, parental
relationship), their structure and features used in the work. The second chapter, “An
empirical study of the relationship between mothers and family roles and their often
sick children of 8-9 years of age,” sets out the starting points, methods, procedure,
and results of the study.

In the conclusion of the dissertation, conclusions are drawn about the work

done and its effectiveness.
