To the master's thesis on the topic: Formation of an active life position of
students through the elective course "Global geography».

The master's thesis is devoted to studying the active life position of students
through an elective course in geography. The novelty of this work is the
development of activities as part of an elective course for students in grade 10. The
research base is MAOU Gymnasium No. 14 of Krasnoyarsk.

Object: educational process in a comprehensive school.

Subject: the formation of an active life position on the example of students in

the elective course "Global Geography"
Purpose: to evaluate the level of vital activity through the Global Geography
elective course for students of grade 10 of a comprehensive school.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks were set:
Tasks:
1. To study the concept of "active life position™ of students in the educational
environment.
2. Consider the methodological basis for the development of elective courses.
3. To compose and test the program of the -elective course “Global
Geography”, taking into account its influence on the active position of
students.
To solve the tasks, the following research methods were used:
- Statistical: graphical and tabular interpretation of data.
- Theoretical: analysis, synthesis, generalization, systematization.

- Empirical: pedagogical observation.



The master's thesis consists of an introduction, three chapters, and the
conclusion of a bibliographic list.
In the first chapter, we consider the characteristics of the students' active life
position, the essence of the concept of “active life position”, and how an active
position is formed in the educational environment. In the second chapter, we
characterize the methodological foundations of developing elective courses, as
well as how studying this course affects the activity of students. In the third
chapter, we develop the Global Geography elective course program.
