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Abstract

The total volume of the master's thesis is 116 pages. The work consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of used literature in the amount of
129 sources, includes 4 tables, 14 histograms and 6 appendices.

Object of research: features of the communication skills of adolescent
children with autism spectrum disorder.

Subject of research: a program for the development of communication
skills in adolescent children with autism spectrum disorder.

The purpose of research: to investigate the features of the communication
skills of adolescent children with autism spectrum disorder, to develop and test a
program that contributes to the formation of these skills in children with autism
spectrum disorder.

The hypothesis of the research was the assumption that adolescents with
autism spectrum disorder have characteristics that interfere with normal
communication: intolerance to criticism, a sense of superiority, intemperance and
hot temper, resentment and distrust, poor orientation in the topic of conversation,
low interest in conversation, desire to take isolated position in the group. The
formation of interpersonal communication in these adolescents with autism
spectrum disorder can be increased, provided that the program developed by us is
used.

Research methods: theoretical (analysis of literature on the research
problem); empirical (study of psychological, medical and pedagogical
documentation, observation, survey, conversation, questionnaire survey, testing,
experiment); methods of qualitative and quantitative data processing and
interpretation of the results of empirical research.

The novelty of the research results lies in the identification of
characteristics in adolescents with autism spectrum disorder that interfere with
normal communication. It has been established that adolescents with autism

spectrum disorder have a low level of development of communication skills, which



creates a vicious circle: the scarcity of vocabulary and a tendency to echolalia
make it difficult to establish contact with others, and in turn, the lack of normal
communication deprives them of the opportunity to develop communication skills.
Studying the features of the development of communication skills contributes to
the development of programs to improve these skills in a comfortable environment
for adolescents with ASD, which in the future will help the development of
communication and further socialization of adolescents with similar problems.
Based on this, we can be sure that the problem of the development of
communication skills in adolescent children with autism spectrum disorder is
relevant for research.

The practical significance of the research lies in the fact that the data
obtained in the course of the experimental study and their qualitative interpretation
make it possible to determine the content of the program aimed at developing the
communication skills of adolescent children with autism spectrum disorder. The
materials presented in the master's thesis can be used by specialists (teachers,
psychologists) working with this category of children in educational institutions of
the secondary education system to develop communication skills.

The approbation of the research results was carried out through the
writing and publication of scientific articles.
