Structure of the master's thesis: the 75-page paper consists of an introduction,
three chapters, conclusion, bibliography (70 sources), and 4 appendices. The work
is illustrated with 8 tables and diagrams.

Research objective: the purpose of our research is to identify the characteristic
features of coping strategies of adolescents with deviant behaviors.

Object: behavior of teenagers with deviant behavior.

Methodological framework: the methodological basis of the research formed the
provisions objectnodedialog and system-subject approach, the authors of S. L.
Rubinstein, A.V. Brushlinskii, V. V. Znakov, E. A. Sergienko and others; a
systematic approach to the study of adolescent's personality, authors L. I. Bozovic,

The empirical study is based on a method of observing adolescents and their
behavior over a long period of time; an empirical survey by questionnaire, a
method of conversation with adolescents of secondary school age. The work also
involves a ascertaining experiment and statistical processing of the obtained data.

Research novelty: the scientific novelty of our research is the consideration of the
problem of deviant behavior as a problem of the family system. Comprehensive
study of adolescent behavior during the educational process, taking into account
the specifics of family education. We describe behavior as a system of parameters
of a teenager's social competence through expert evaluation. Classification and
analysis of types of deviant behavior became a new approach in the study. The
differentiated approach allowed us to identify the systemic nature and factors
associated with the type of deviant behavior.



Practical significance of the study: the results of the study will contribute to
understanding the problem of deviation and the strategy of working with deviant
behavior of students. This work can serve as a basis for creating effective methods
of educating a socially adapted person. The work can also be used in the course of
social psychology, personality psychology, child psychology, pedagogy, in the
system of retraining and advanced training.
