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dance and by what she felt was its lack of emotional
impact. So she took to emphasizing the use of the
whole body in dance movement. And this use of
the body was inspired by natural forces, as well as
folk dancing — and it included skipping, running,
and jumping, and twirling - a continuous flowing
movement done with skillful abandon and great
passion. She believed that the movement of the
body could express specific emotions, emotions
like anger, joy, and grief. Let me take a moment
to mention that it is said that she learned these
dance movements as a child - by imitating natural
phenomena such as the waves on the beaches near
her home in California.

All right, so another of her great contributions
was her innovative use of costume. Now, again
the dance of the period was notable for its stiff
shoes and tunics. Duncan just discarded the
restrictiveness of these clothes in favor of loose-
flowing gowns inspired by classical Greek models.
She danced with loose hair and in bare feet, much
to the astonishment of her early audiences. Again,
I think we can see the influence here of nature and
folk dance, things that conventional dance of the
period had ignored, or, I think we can even say,
scorned.

So, OK, there was also another way we can consider
Isadora as revolutionary in her practice. This is in
her use of classical music as an integral part of the
performance. She insisted that her art deserved

to be performed to great music. For example,
Beethoven, Bach, and Chopin and other great
concert music accompanied her movements on
stage. And this use of music was considered daring
and original at the time.

Now, you know, I think, looking back, it may

be kind of hard to appreciate Isadora Duncan’s
achievement since so many of her contributions
to modern dance are nowadays, in a sense, well,
taken for granted. In truth, she, at first, had to face
considerable opposition from traditionalists, as
happens to many highly original artists. Her, for

Jacob Epstein's sculptures were the focus of much controversy during the sculptor’s
lifetime. Epstein was born in the United States of Russian-Jewish immigrants in 1880. He
moved to Paris in his youth and later to England, where he eventually settled and obtained
British citizenship in 1907. His first major public commission, on a building in London,
offended public taste because of the expressive distortion and nudity of the figures. In 1937,
the Rhodesian government, which at that time owned the building, actually mutilated the
sculptures to make them conform to public notions of decency. Many other of Epstein’s
monumental carvings received equally adverse criticism.

While the general public denounced his work, many artists and critics praised it. They

admired in particular the diversity of his work and noted the influence on it of primitive and
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ancient sculptural motifs from Africa and the Pacific. Today, Epstein’s work has received the

recognition it deserves, and Epstein is considered one of the major sculptors of the twentieth

century.

On Monday, the American Academy of Pediatrics released a policy statement
recommending that middle and high schools delay the start of class until after 8:30 a.m.
About 40 percent of high schools in the country start earlier than 8 a.m., a phenomenon that
has negative effects on teens’ safety, well-being and education, according to Dr. Judith
Owens, the director of sleep medicine at Children’s National Medical Center in Washington
D.C.

Adolescents are currently severely sleep-deprived, notes the report, with 87 percent of
high school students getting less than the recommended amount of 8.5 to 9.5 hours per night.
The reasons for this are varied. For biological reasons, it can be difficult for teens to fall
asleep before 11 p.m. Beyond that, lifestyle factors such as homework and extracurricular
activities also tend to keep adolescents awake.

“We really feel that this is such a compelling health problem that it really is in the best

interest of students for schools to take this step,” said Owens, the report's lead author.
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“We’re hoping the more we educate school districts and various stakeholders, the more

schools will actually implement this on a practical basis.

”Research shows that sleep deprivation negatively affects students’ grades. A 2012
study found that middle school students who started class an hour later than usual saw their
standardized test scores increase over 2 percentile points in math on average.

"The score changes are comparable to other differences we might see: The effects of
starting school one hour later are similar to the increasing grades we see when kids' parents
have Master’s or PhD’s," researcher Finley Edwards told Huff Post at the time.

Sleep-deprived teens also have self-reported rates of depression, higher

rates of obesity and lower rates of school attendance. “

When you delay school start times, all these factors improve: less self-reported
depression, fewer driving accidents, better grades, better test scores, better attendance,”
Owens said.

The nation’s top education official agrees with Owens’ assessment. In 2013,
Education Secretary Arne Duncan said that while schools are free to set their own start times,
it's worth considering a delay.

"There's lots of research and common sense that lots of teens struggle to get up ... to
get on the bus," Duncan said last year in a broadcast interview. But, as an Associated Press
article pointed out at the time, changing school start times isn’t easy and can have unintended
consequences.

"If you're starting the high school kids later, you're starting elementary kids earlier. No
one wants those kids out on the streets when it's dark,” Patte Barth, director for the Center
for Public Education at the National School Boards Association told the outlet. "If they're
contemplating this switch, they need to look at the costs."
