Canada is a vast and rugged land. From north to south it spans
more than half the Northern Hemisphere. From east to west it
stretches almost 4,700 miles (7,560 kilometers) across six time
zones. It is the second largest country in the world, but it has
only one-half of one percent of the world's population.

Canada features black-blue lakes, numerous rivers, majestic
western mountains, rolling central plains, and forested eastern
valleys. The Canadian Shield, a hilly region of lakes and
swamps, stretches across northern Canada and has some of
the oldest rocks on Earth.

Canada's far north lies in the frozen grip of the Arctic, where
ice, snow, and glaciers dominate the landscape. Few trees
grow here, and farming is not practical. Native Canadians,
called First Nations people, live in this region by hunting and
fishing.
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HISTORY

The first people to come to Canada arrived between 15,000
and 30,000 years ago across a land bridge that joined Asia

and North America. Around A.D. 1000, the Viking explorer Leif
Eriksson reached Newfoundland, Canada. He tried to establish
a settlement, but it didn't last.

In the 16th century, French and British settlers arrived. Land
disputes between farmers and fur traders led to four wars
between 1689 and 1763. The final war, called the French and
Indian War, left the British in control of Canada, but French
influence remains strong even today.

In 1867, Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick
combined to form a dominion with its own government,
parliament, and prime minister. Manitoba joined soon after. In
1931, Canada became an independent nation.

GOVERNMENT & ECONOMY

The British monarch is the head of state of Canada. The
monarch is represented by a governor-general, who has very
limited powers. Laws are made by Canada's elected federal
government, which includes a parliament and a prime
minister.

Britain's Quebec Act of 1774 granted Quebec its own legal and
religious rights. Despite this concession, many Quebec citizens
have long sought independence. In votes held in 1980 and
1995, Quebec decided to stay in Canada. But the second vote
was very close, and the debate is still alive.

Canada has provided fish, furs, and other natural resources to
the world since the 1500s. Today, it is a world leader in
agricultural production, telecommunications, and energy
technologies. The vast majority of Canada's exports go to the
United States.
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NATURE

Canada's remote north and extensive forests are home to
wildlife, from bears, wolves, beavers, deer, mountain lions, and
bighorn sheep to smaller animals like raccoons, otters, and
rabbits. The country's lakes and rivers, which contain about 20
percent of all fresh water on Earth, are full of fish such as trout
and salmon.

Canada's prairies in the south are home to bison and
pronghorn antelope. Farther north are Canada's sprawling
evergreen forests, which have lots of wildlife, including moose
and black bears. Even farther north is the cold, bare tundra,

where herds of caribou and musk ox live.

Canadians work hard to protect the native wildlife. Canada has
41 national parks and three marine conservation areas.
Nevertheless, species like wolves, lynx, and Atlantic fish have
been overhunted and overfished.

— The United States is a state that consists of 50 states (Appendix 11, 1 fig.),
Each of which has its own geographical, administrative-political, legal and other
differences. For example, some states have a lot of oil resources, others have
access to the ocean and a developed fishing industry, and still others have modest
natural resources.

Located in North America, the United States of America, is a federal republic
made up of 50 states. 48 of these states make up the landmass between Mexico and
Canada, while Alaska is separated from the US by Canada and Hawaii is located in
the mid-Pacific. The US mainland covers 2 959 064 square miles (7 663 941 km?)
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and is home to the third-largest population in the world. From the Atlantic to the
Pacific, the 50 states of mainland America can be grouped into 11 regions
including New England, Mid-Atlantic, the South, Florida, the Midwest, Texas,
Great Plains, Rocky Mountains, Southwest, California and the Pacific Northwest.

Over the
centuries many emporors ruled the country, the last emperor of China, the last ruler
of the Qing dynasty, was Pu Yi who abdicted in 1912. In the 20th century the
world was shaken by bloody wars and from 1937-1945 Japan occupied large
industrial areas in China and took over the Chinese government. Since 1949 the
Communist Party of China rules the country. The president of the People's
Republic of China is Xi Jinping - since 2013.

One-third of China's land area is made up of mountains. The tallest mountain
on Earth, Mount Everest, sits on the border between China and Nepal.

China has thousands of rivers. The Yangtze and the Yellow Rivers are the
most important. At 3,915 miles (6,300 kilometers) long, the Yangtze is the world's
third largest river.

With a population of 1.3 billion, China has more people than any other
country on Earth. About a third of the population lives in cities. The rest of the
people live in the country.

Arts and crafts have a long history in China. Thousands of years ago the
Chinese were some of the first people to use silk, jade, bronze, wood, and paper to
make art. The artistic writing called calligraphy was invented in China.

Much of China's modern beliefs and philosophies are based on the teachings
of a government official who lived nearly 3,000 years ago. Kongfuzi, also known
as Confucius, taught people the value of such things as morality, kindness, and

education.
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China's diverse habitats are home to hundreds of species of animals and
plants. More than 3,800 species of fish and hundreds of amphibians and reptile
species live in the rivers, lakes, and coastal waters.

China's forest wildlife is threatened by logging and clear-cutting (clearing the
land of all trees) for farmland. Expanding deserts in the north also shrink animal
habitats. The Chinese government has created more than 1,200 reserves to protect
plant and animal species.

The giant panda lives in the misty mountains of southwest China and nowhere
else on Earth. They eat bamboo and usually live near stands of the woody
evergreen plant. Pandas have been hunted and only about 1,600 remain in the wild.

China is an authoritarian state ruled by a very powerful central government. A
huge workforce and lots of natural resources have driven economic change. This
has forced the communist government to permit more economic and personal
freedoms, but it has come at a huge cost to the environment.

Many experts predict that the 21st century will be the "Chinese century."
Whether or not that proves to be true, there is no doubt that what happens in China
will affect many other nations.
