Master's thesis on the topic: "Internship as a means of developing the
professional competence of teachers in the organization of project activities for
preschool children™ contains 86 pages, 9 figures, 11 tables, 63 sources used, two
appendices.

Object of research: the process of developing the professional competence of
teachers in the organization of project activities for preschool children.

Subject of the research: pedagogical conditions under which an internship is
a means of developing the professional competence of teachers in organizing the
project activities of preschool children.

Purpose of the study: to theoretically substantiate and experimentally verify
the effectiveness of the conditions under which the internship will become a means
of developing the professional competence of teachers in organizing the project
activities of preschool children.

Research objectives:

1. Clarify and concretize the concept of "pedagogical competence”.

2. Expand the concept of "internship" and identify the essence of this process
and its main characteristics.

3. To carry out a pedagogical analysis of ideas for the development of
professional competence of teachers in the process of training and theoretically
substantiate the need to create pedagogical conditions for its formation.

4. To develop the content and methods of creating a standard for the
development of professional competence by teachers, guiding the organization of
project activities for preschool children.

5.Construct the content of the internship program on the basis of a modular
method that contributes to the individualization of the development of professional
competencies of each teacher.

6. Develop ways to involve teachers in the creation of their own
methodological findings during the internship.

Research methods:

1. Theoretical methods: analysis, generalization, comparison of pedagogical
experience and the results of scientific research on the problem of the development
of professional competence of teachers in the process of internship.

2. Empirical methods: questioning, testing, polling, observation, analysis of
the products of teachers' activities, pedagogical experiment, design, conversations,
discussions.

3. Statistical methods: ranking, qualitative and quantitative analysis of
research results, the method of statistical data processing - Fisher's criterion.

The novelty of the implemented research

1. The main characteristics of the internship process as a form of educational
activity of teachers have been identified, the trainee has the opportunity of real
participation in the planning, implementation, assessment and correction of the
process of his professional development, which takes on the character of targeted,
personalized inclusion of the teacher in professional activities, ensuring the



improvement of professional competencies and allows you to get a specific
pedagogical result and methodological product, which the trainee teacher has the
opportunity to use in his practice. Training of teachers is characterized by:
orientation of teaching to practice; focus on mastering the most modern methods,
techniques and technologies of professional activity in the conditions of real
pedagogical practice; accumulation of professional experience; the individual nature
of the organization of the activities of teacher-trainees.

2. The content of professional competence in organizing project activities of
preschool children has been concretized as a complex personal characteristic,
including teachers' knowledge of the project activities of preschoolers and ways of
organizing it in a kindergarten group, the desire and interest of the organization and
the involvement of children in project activities and practical skills of the
organization project activities in work with preschool children.

3.The content of the diagnostic toolkit and the methods of its presentation to
teachers have been substantiated and developed, which makes it possible to assess
the development of the professional competence of teachers in organizing the project
activities of preschool children.

4. 1t has been substantiated and proved that the pedagogical conditions in the
aggregate ensure the development of professional competence in organizing the
project activities of preschool children: creating a standard for the development of
the teacher's professional competence in organizing the project activities of
preschool children, contributes to the formation of the motivational component of
professional competence; the development of the content of the internship program
on the basis of a modular method contributes to the formation of a cognitive
component, that is, the enrichment of knowledge about the project activities of
preschoolers and the ways of organizing it in a kindergarten group. The involvement
of teachers in the process of creating their own methodological findings develops
the activity component of professional competence, i.e. the ability to organize and
interact with children in project activities.

The main results obtained: in the course of the study, it was proved that the
chosen methods of organizing the training of teachers and their content contribute to
the development of professional competence in organizing the project activities of
preschool children. The effectiveness of the work done is evidenced by the positive
dynamics of the development of professional competence in the organization of
project activities of preschool children, confirmed by the methods of mathematical
statistics using the Fisher criterion.
