The structure of the master's work: This dissertation is 112 pages in volume,

consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and a list of references



(113 sources). Materials that supplemented the main text are designed in the form
of 10 annexes. The work is illustrated with 3 tables and 16 figures.

The object of the research is satisfaction with family relationships.

Purpose of the research: To study satisfaction with marriage in a young
family in the context of role representations, family values of spouses and the type
of family organization (on the example of young families in the city of
Krasnoyarsk).

Research hypothesis:

1. The type of arrangement of a young family can act as a factor in the
differences in marriage satisfaction between men and women.

2. It is assumed that there are differences between men and women in the
ideas about the role of spouses in the family, in family values and in their influence
on satisfaction with marriage.

The following research methods were used in the work:

Theoretical analysis of the psychological literature on the research topic.

Methods for collecting scientific information - a questionnaire survey (age,
education, number of years of marriage, whether a child is expected to appear in
the family in the near future (pregnancy), independence / lack of independence in
relation to parental families); tests carried out by means of special methodological
tools (Questionnaire "Satisfaction with marriage” (V.V. Stolin, T.L. Romanova,
G.P. Butenko); Questionnaire "Measuring attitudes in a married couple" (Yu.E.
Aleshina, L. Ya.Gozman, E.M.Dubovskaya); Test "Role expectations of partners"
(A.N. Volkova); Questionnaire "Distribution of roles in the family" (Yu.E.
Aleshina, L.Ya. Gozman, E.M. Dubovskaya )).

Mathematical and statistical analysis (nonparametric U-test for comparing
Mann-Whitney means; Spearman's rank correlation; two-way ANOVA) performed
using the statistical analysis package SPSS 20.0.

Scientific novelty of the work:



1. Recorded a "shift" in the value-semantic basis of family relations in the
modern family, consisting in the weakening of the importance of the traditional
structure of the family.

2. It was found that the greatest satisfaction with marriage in a young family
among women has a mixed type of family arrangement.

Theoretical significance of the research: The ideas about the psychological
factors of satisfaction with marriage in young families have been expanded, which
are the characteristics of role expectations, ideas about family life and the type of
family relationships.

The practical significance of the study:

1. The materials of this study can be used in the work of specialists working
with marriage and family relations (psychologists, family mediators, etc.).

2. Developed a psychological training program "Harmony of Family
Relationships”, aimed at correcting family relations between spouses.
