The structure of the master’s thesis: a work of 119 pages, consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography (84 sources), 10
appendices. The work is illustrated with 14 tables and 11 figures.

The purpose of the study: to study the features of attachment disorders of
child-parent relationships in adult drug addicts, the features of their formed
unreliable attachment to close people and to develop a psychological program
aimed at forming a reliable attachment to loved ones.

The object of the study: child-parent relationships and attachment to loved
ones in adults.

The following research methods were used in the study: theoretical:
analysis of psychological, scientific, methodological and medical literature on the
research problem; empirical: psychodiagnostic methods, methods of quantitative
and qualitative analysis of the experimental data obtained; psychological
experiment, including ascertaining, forming and control stages; analysis and
interpretation of empirical data.

The theoretical basis was: The concept of attachment of J. Bowlby and M.
Ainsworth, the concept of the genesis of mother-child communication by M. I.
Lisina, works by N. N. Avdeeva and N. A. Khaimovskaya.

The novelty of the study: the potential possibilities of forming a reliable
attachment to loved ones in adult drug addicts with impaired basic maternal

attachment are substantiated.



The theoretical significance of the study lies in the systematization of
scientific ideas about the formation of attachment disorders of child-parent
relationships and attachment disorders to loved ones in adult drug addicts.

The practical significance of the study is determined by the fact that the
data obtained during the experimental study and their qualitative interpretation
make it possible to determine the content of the program of correction of
attachment disorders in order to build emotionally oriented and stable relationships
with loved ones. The materials presented in the master's thesis can be used by

psychologists and other specialists working with this category of people.
