The thesis consists of 112 pages, contains 17 illustrations, including 12 figures
and 5 tables, 2 appendices, a list of used literature, including 82 sources.

Research hypothesis: we believe that the formation of communication skills
of older preschool children will be most productive when implementing the
psychological program we have developed.

In accordance with the formulated goal, the following tasks are put forward:

1. Analysis of the literature on the research problem;

2. As aresult of empirical research, identify the features of the communication
skills of older preschool children;

3. To propose a psychological program for the formation of communication
skills in older preschool children, to test it, to check its effectiveness.

Object of research: communication skills of older preschool children.

Subject of research: psychological correction of communication skills of older



preschool children.

Purpose of the study: to identify the features of the communication skills of
older preschool children and to propose a psychological program for the formation
of these skills in the studied contingent.

Methods used:

1. theoretical: analysis and synthesis, generalization and systematization of
information;

2. empirical: observation, conversation, experimental work;

3. interpretive: quantitative and qualitative analysis of the obtained research
results.

The study sample consisted of 25 children from two older groups. Children are
5-6 years old.

As a result of the ascertaining experiment, we found that at the beginning of the
study, the level of development of communication skills in older preschool children
was low and medium.

The results obtained revealed that at the beginning of the study, the
communication skills of older preschool children were average. Thus, the
overwhelming majority (68%) have an average level of communication. That is, at
the beginning of the experiment, most children are able to:

- recognize the emotions of another person,

- ineptly, but still know how to conduct a dialogue, while using generally
accepted sayings and methods of behavior in communication, they can interrupt
during a conversation,

- in general, they are not afraid to come into contact with the interlocutor, be it
an adult or a peer,

- relaxed.

But, nevertheless, the data cannot, as else:

- explain your choice of interlocutor,

- calmly conduct a dialogue with adults and peers,

- they always listen to their interlocutor, do not interrupt,

- always control and regulate your emotions.



The developed program was tested in the course of a formative experiment,
which was organized - a game, the leading form of communication - situational-
business, non-situational-cognitive, in accordance with the level of speech
development.

As a result of the study, the following results were achieved:

- The low level of development of communication skills decreased by 6%
compared to 16%. The average indicators have also decreased and are 18%
compared to 60%. The high level of communication skills at the end of the study
was 76% compared to 24% at the baseline. So, there is a positive trend in
communication between children;

- The low level of development of skills to communicate in joint activities, also
no one has shown. 28% of children showed an average level, which is 36% lower
than before the experiment. The decrease was due to the fact that 72% of children
showed high results, this is 56% more than in the initial stage. This suggests that
more children began to actively discuss the possible version of the pattern, while
trying to come to an agreement, while constantly comparing so that the result of their
activities is similar and accurate.

- No one has shown a low level of development of skills to conduct a dialogue
either. 28% of children showed an average level, although at the initial stage there
were more of them and amounted to 44%. The decrease was due to the fact that the
percentage of children who were with an average level moved to the category of a
high level, and children with a low level to the category of an average level. And the
high level of development of skills to conduct a dialogue at the control stage was
72%. That is, the children have become more active, relaxed. They can keep the
conversation going, answer, think about the answer, share their impressions.
Address each other by name, use polite words according to the situation. They come
up with new ways of greeting and actively use them.

- Analyzing the results obtained after conducting a set of classes on the
development of communication skills, we see that: the low level is 0%, that is, it
decreased by 16% and became equal to zero, the average level is 28% compared to

68% of the initial stage of the study and it turns out decreased by 40%, and the high



level is 72%, thus it increased by 56%.

This study revealed the effectiveness of the implementation of the "Joy of
Development™ program in the study conducted among children 5-6 years old.
attending preschool institution MADOU kindergarten "Heeler" in Chadaan,
Municipal District Dzun-Khemchiksky kozhuun of the Republic of Tatarstan. The
