If you haven't had a
lot of experience doing stand-up speaking, I'm going to give you some do's and some
don'ts and that'll help move you in the right direction.

disorganized, it's very hard to follow what he or she is talking about and instead what you

want to do is give a nice message. That means you have to take the

time beforehand when you're preparing to create a nice introduction, body and conclusion,
make sure you have clear main points and there's a transition statement between each
main point. Your audience is really going to appreciate an orderly presentation of your
ideas, and it's much more likely that they'll remember what you said and really that's the

whole point of speaking to them in the first place.

The next don't is don't look with your eyes in the wrong places. It is called

. You shouldn’t look over people's heads or look at the floor, and stare

at the ceiling. What you want to do is look directly into a person's eyes long enough to
finish a thought and then move on and look directly into the next person's eyes long

enough to finish a thought. It is called . One public speaking teacher

told me: "One thought - one look". This is very difficult to do if you're not used to it. It
can feel very awkward looking right into someone's eyes. But you have to gear up for this
because that's what audiences want. We want people to connect with us. If you're not
looking into our eyes and making us feel like we're part of this, then you're not going to
have much of an impact.

Don't with too many details. A lot of times we're tempted to jam

our notes or slides with everything we want to say. But the result is when we're nervous
at the moment, we end up just locked into our notes and looking down the whole time
and reading and sounding really stiff, really wooden and you're not going to connect with

people. So what you wanna do instead is SO you can just have a

conversational style with your audience. And again, as you're practicing, you have to
whittle down those notes so that all you have is like talking points, like a little grocery list
of items that you're going to talk about.

Don't load up your slide with all the complicated information and text. Don't make

with detail. What you should do instead is to make sure that you have

The rule: if you're spending more than about two or three minutes on each slide, then
you're probably wasting your time.

Importance of Audience Analysis
The preparation of a presentation is a hectic process in itself. And often people
don’t do analysis thinking that it would be managed on stage. But in most of the cases, it
cannot be managed because the audience is the one dynamic body of a presentation we
often ignore. So, here are some of the importance of proper audience analysis. Let’s have
a look.

Better communication— Once you know your audience properly, you will be able

to communicate in a better way. If you have a teenage audience forum, you have to relate
to them to make your presentation more attractive. The same aspect applies in case of
other age groups as well.

Better presentation— You cannot arbitrarily prepare your presentation. You must

have a little knowledge about the nature of your audience, if not an audience analysis.
And if you have a proper audience analysis, it would be more helpful for your
presentation.

The audience will understand you better— In a session of presentation, it is not

enough that you understand your audience, but it is important for your audience to
understand simultaneously. This is called the ‘Audience Expectation.’ If you cannot meet
the audience expectation, your whole presentation session will be a flop one anyway. You
can make the presentation information more convincing and understandable using
PowerPoint diagrams.

Types of Audience Analysis

Audience analysis is not just a simple process. Rather it has different layers,
methods, and even types. Audience analysis can be categorized into three classes, and
here, we are going to discuss this analysis in detail.

Demographic Analysis involves age, gender, culture, ethnicity, race, religion, and

educational level. These factor analyses can only be done by research.
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Age is a very common factor in case of demographic analysis. If the audience's

age is between 10 to 15 years, they have very specific experience in life, and they do not
have any firsthand experience in life before a certain period. However, the same is not
with people who come from an age group of forty or sixty years. These analyses can help
a great deal while providing references.

Gender provides human experience. Make sure that you do not use any sexist
language, stereotypes or make jokes about gender. If you were to insult men in front of a
class of 12 men, then in most cases these 12 men are not going to listen to you for the rest
of your speech. You may also lose your credibility.

Cultures are important while you are using a certain metaphor or certain factual
terms. Not every person from every culture knows of every other term. If your majority
audience belongs from a particular culture, say European Culture, you ought to stick to
strictly European references.

Another touchy subject is religion. Be very careful when you speak about different
religions because people feel very strongly about their beliefs.

Education and Occupation provide a great knowledge while you are shaping out

your slides. If your audience crowd is from the labor class and have a limited education
facility, it is better to stick to less fancy words and facts and vice versa.

How do you conduct an audience analysis?

The audience can be tricky, and in such a sense, everyone is. It is not minutely
possible to impress all of your audience just in one shot. If you want to do that, you have
to achieve that step by step. So what can you do in reality?

Interview the event organizer. For conferences or other events where you have been

invited, your event organizer can be an incredible source of demographic analysis. The
event organizer will usually be able to: describe the audience demographics; tell you
about the level of knowledge in your audience; warn you of any taboo topics or themes;
and explain the purpose of the event and how your presentation fits into it.

You can collect data by conducting surveys, interviews, or conversations with

potential audience members. If you are using a survey, you may not disclose your
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participants, especially if you are asking them about anything sensitive or personal. This

can lead to more sincere responses.

If you are conducting one-on-one interviews, you may want to ask for

clarifications by asking questions like “how do you mean?” or “why do you feel that
way.”

Note that how you conduct the interviews can affect how people answer the
questions. Therefore, you’ll need to put in a lot of work in hiding your own biases, so

your participants don’t feel pressured to respond in a particular way.

Ways speakers make money

This is what most people think of when they hear about making money through public
speaking. They hear that some speakers get paid hundreds of thousands if not millions
per speech. And they wonder how they can earn the same. The truth is, although keynote
speaking is the most lucrative and prestigious form of speaking, it is also the most
difficult. To be able to command anything above $5,000 per speech, you need to have
some sort of fame. You might be a professional athlete, a well known politician, a CEO
of a big company, a founder of a new medicine, etc. The more famous and influential you
are the more you can charge per speech.

If you are not already famous, don’t allow this to discourage you. There is some good
news: building a name, although difficult, is not impossible. The surest way to build a
name for yourself is to write and speak. It doesn’t matter what field you are in, you can
always establish yourself as an expert and gain some fame by writing articles (or books)
and delivering speeches in your field of expertise.

You may be wondering, but how can | write or speak when | am not famous to begin
with! No one would want to listen to me. The answer is: it works like a snowball. You
start writing articles or making videos in your field and posting them on your blog,
someone else’s blog, social media, local newspaper, etc. At first you may have very few
readers, if any, but if you keep generating good quality, well researched content, you will
start getting noticed. Google will find your articles, someone will read your guest posts
and ask you to write some for them too, a bigger newspaper will be interested in what you
have to say, you will be invited to speak, etc.. The more you write and speak, the more
you get noticed and the more famous you become and the more you can charge per speech
and so on.

The main difference between keynote speeches and public seminars is that keynote
speeches are usually part of a conference in a company while public seminars are
marketed directly to the public. The other difference is that in most cases you get paid
way less for a public seminar than for a keynote speech and in many cases you don’t get
paid at all. However you can still make a lot of money through a seminar!
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HOW TO MAKE MONEY FROM PUBLIC SEMINARS?
There are many ways to make money through a public seminar, both direct and indirect.

Selling tickets: Now if a seminar company is organising the event then probably they will
take the revenues from the ticket sales. However if you are the one organising the event
then you can charge money and make profit. Mind you however, it is very difficult to get
people to pay for a seminar if you are not already famous or known for something.
Selling your books or products at the end of the seminar. This is known as “back of room
sales”. If you are an expert in your field you probably have written some books or created
some products which you can sell at the end of the seminar. A tip is to mention your
products while on stage but make sure not to make the whole seminar a sales pitch.
Selling your services: If you don’t have a book or a product you can sell your services.
This works particularly well for coaches and consultants.

Marketing and branding: Nothing is more powerful for branding and marketing than a
well delivered speech! You see, marketers spend a lot of money just to get the customers
attention: Billboards, TV ads, social media ads, Google Adwords, etc. As customers, we
may see the same ad over and over again before we finally notice it and even when we do
we hardly form any interest in it. In a seminar however we have already made a decision
to give the speaker our attention. If he or she delivers a great speech and answers our
questions, we will form a lot more awareness and interest in them and their branding

A third way of making money from public speaking is through creating courses.

You can create a course around something you like. Perhaps your profession or your
hobby. Once you have created a course you can sell it online or you can sell it to training
companies. The most important elements of a course are great content and being in a field
that has demand.

Itis great to be back in Kenya. Thank you so much for this extraordinary welcome.
| know it took a few years, but as President | try to keep my promises, and | said | was
going to come, and I'm here.

Everybody, go ahead and have a seat. I'm going to be talking for a while.
(Laughter.) Relax.

I want to thank my sister, Auma, for a wonderful introduction. I’m so glad that she
could be with us here today. And it was - as she said, it was Auma who first guided me
through Kenya almost 30 years ago.

| am proud to be the first American President to come to Kenya - (applause) - and,
of course, I'm the first Kenyan-American to be President of the United States. (Laughter
and applause.)

So there wasn’t a lot of luxury. Sometimes the lights would go out. They still do
- is that what someone said? (Laughter.) But there was something more important than
luxury on that first trip, and that was a sense of being recognized, being seen. | was a
young man and | was just a few years out of University. | had worked as a community
organizer in low-income neighborhoods in Chicago. | was about to go to law school.
And when | came here, in many ways | was a Westerner, | was an American, unfamiliar
with my father and his birthplace, really disconnected from half of my heritage. And at
that airport, as | was trying to find my luggage, there was a woman there who worked for
the airlines, and she was helping fill out the forms, and she saw my name and she looked
up and she asked if | was related to my father, who she had known. And that was the first
time that my name meant something. (Applause.) And that was recognized.

And over the course of several weeks, I’d meet my brothers and aunts and uncles.
| traveled to Alego, the village where my family was from. | saw the graves of my father
and my grandfather. And I learned things about their lives that | could have never learned
through books. And in many ways, their lives offered snapshots of Kenya’s history, but
they also told us something about the future.
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My grandfather, for example, was a cook for the British. And as | went through

some of his belongings when | went up-country, | found the passbook he had had to carry
as a domestic servant. It listed his age and his height, his tribe, and listed the number of
teeth he had missing. (Laughter.) And he was referred to as a boy, even though he was
a grown man, in that passbook...

Our decisions and consumption can affect our environment in a negative way, and
no matter what scientists say about moving to Mars — this is our only planet that we get
to call home, and we need to start respecting it and treating it correctly so that we don’t
just completely destroy it and ruin ourselves in the process.

So, that said, here are some simple tips and some simple actions that you can add
or incorporate into your lifestyle to help look after our planet. Before | talk a little bit
about some actions that you can take into changing your lifestyle to help the environment
and to help cut down on waste, | just want to jog your memory about the three Rs, which
are always important to remember and that is ‘Reduce’, ‘Reuse’ and ‘Recycle’.

Reducing waste actually helps to prevent waste being produced in the first place,
and it’s probably one of the best ways to start off with because if you don’t have waste in
the first place, then we don’t have the problem of disposing of it.

An example of how you can do this is perhaps by choosing loose fruit and
vegetables at the supermarket rather than fruit and veg which is packaged in plastic. Also,
using a reusable plastic or metal bottle and reusable plastic containers are a great way to
reduce the amount of plastic you accumulate. In my family, we use a lot of ice cream
tubs, you know, the big ice cream tubs. We use them to keep our leftover food and it
works perfectly fine.

The second R is to reuse items. Instead of throwing things straight into the rubbish
bin, why don’t you see if you can reuse them again? | like to do this a lot with gift bags,
which | get when | receive a present for a special occasion. | usually keep the gift bags or
the boxes and reuse them when I’m giving a gift to someone else. You can also do the
same thing with plastic bags. Instead of getting a new bag every time you go food
shopping, just bring your old ones along, and that way you’re cutting down on the amount

of plastic that you accumulate.
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And finally, recycle. Recycling turns waste products into a new item, or, as | like

to say, it gives them a second life. I’ve recently been clearing out my wardrobe and
throwing away some clothes that I no longer like or perhaps don’t fit me any more — and
the money from selling them goes towards helping a charity, so it’s a win-win for all.

Always remember to check the back of any type of packaging for details about
whether the materials can be recycled, and make a conscious effort to make sure you’re
both buying products that are recyclable and you’re actually recycling.

So, that’s it for today. These are just a few starter tips on how you can make changes
in your own, everyday life to help cut down on waste and to help out our planet. Of course,
feel free to go online because there are loads of great, fun, exciting ways that you can also
cut down on your waste and energy consumption.
