ABSTRACT

This final qualifying work (master's thesis) contains 85 pages, including a theoretical
part, a practical part, an application. The theoretical base of the work was made up of 56 sources
(monographs, scientific articles, textbooks, guidelines), designed in the form of a bibliographic
list.

The dissertation consists of introduction, three chapters, including conclusions on
chapters, conclusion, list of bibliographic sources and 1 appendix.

The object of the work is the process of forming the reading literacy of students.

The subject is technologies, methods and techniques for the formation of reading literacy
in literature lessons in a multicultural environment.

The aim of the work is to identify effective instrumental support (techniques, methods
and technologies) that contributes to the formation of reading literacy of students in literature
lessons in grades 5-6 in a multicultural environment.

The methodological basis is based on the works of scientists and teachers on the
formation of reading literacy in literature lessons. Particular attention is paid to such researchers
as: 1.D. Frumin, M.1. Kuznetsova and G.A. Zuckerman, M.A. Pinskaya and G.S. Kovaleva.

The scientific value and practical significance of the study lies in the fact that the
identified approaches to the formation of reading literacy in literature lessons in grades 5-6 can
be used by teachers working in a multicultural environment.

The following methods were used in the work: experimental (stating and search
experiments), analysis of theoretical and methodological literature, cultural-historical,
comparative-comparative.

Results:

1. Within the framework of the purpose of this study, the content and significance of
reading literacy were updated, and the relevant scientific issues were considered;

2. The key distinguishing features of reading literacy in the context of historical
development were identified, the modern vector of teaching literature at school in a multicultural
environment was identified;



3. Approaches to the process of forming reader literacy in educational and
methodological literature were analyzed in detail and highlighted (textbooks for grades 5-6
edited by G.S. Merkin and textbooks edited by V.Y a. Korovina);

4. The problem areas of reading literacy of students belonging to a multicultural
environment were identified through an experiment. Among the problems are the following:

* low level of Russian language proficiency;

« imposition of spelling and punctuation rules of the native language on the spelling and
punctuation rules of the Russian language;

« insufficiency of methodical training of the school teacher;

* lack of a variety of specialized textbooks for language learning within a multicultural
environment;

» presence of cultural distance (way of life, habits, traditions, etc.).

5. The possibilities of project work were presented as one of the ways to solve the
problem;

6. Guidelines were proposed for teachers to conduct classes in a multicultural
environment for grades 5-6 and a lesson plan for grade 6 was developed.

Approbation of the results of the study was carried out by stage-by-stage presentation of
the results of the study at scientific and practical conferences:

» scientific-practical conference "Chinese language and culture in the modern world" with
the report "Methods of formation of reading literacy of students in the Russian and Chinese
education systems";

* scientific-practical conference "Actual problems of modern philology” with the report
"Methods of formation of reading literacy of students (theoretical aspect)";

» scientific-practical conference dedicated to the Day of Slavic Literature and Culture
with the report "Project activity as a way of forming reader literacy";

» scientific-practical conference "Actual problems of modern philology" with the report
"Problems of formation of reading literacy of students in a multicultural environment (analysis
of diagnostic work)".
