The scope of the master's thesis: 93 pages.

Brief description of the work: This work consists of two chapters, six paragraphs.
They are organized according to the chronological and problematic principle

The object of the study is the process of creating textbooks on national history for
secondary school.

The subject of the study is the comparative historical analysis of the substantive
and procedural foundations of school textbooks on the national history of the new and
previous generations.

The purpose of this master's thesis. This to compare approaches to the
construction of the substantive and procedural foundations of school textbooks on the
national history of the new and previous generations in the designated period, to
determine the significance of this experience for the development of school historical
education.

The purpose of scientific research. In accordance with the problem, object, subject
and purpose, the objectives of the study are defined:

1. To identify and characterize the process of creating prerequisites for the
formation of textbooks on national history for secondary schools on the basis of a new
historical concept in the 1930s;

2. To trace and analyze the development of didactic possibilities of textbooks on
national history for secondary schools in the 1940s-1960s.

3. To reveal and analyze the work of new models of textbooks on national history
for secondary schools in the 1960s-1980s.

4. To develop criteria for comparative historical analysis of textbooks on national
history for secondary schools of new and previous generations

5. Implement and describe a comparative historical analysis of textbooks on
national history for secondary schools of new and previous generations.

Research methods:

- comparative historical analysis of the composition of textbooks (content,

structure, structural construction, methodological solutions used, design),



- study and analysis of pedagogical, historical, psychological, philosophical,
scientific, methodological literature; school history textbooks and other textbooks;
documents of the Ministry of Education of Russia; - modeling methods;

The conducted research shows that the history textbook appears as a dynamic
system with changing typological features. The school history textbook turns out to be
included in the "society — textbook — society" system, which determines its special
significance in the life of each generation and the analysis of controversial issues in
their historical change is very relevant. The presentation of the material in a school
history textbook is influenced by a wide variety of factors that ultimately determine the
"generational change™ of history textbooks. These include:

1) ideological and political goals and objectives of education and upbringing.

2) the basics of scientific knowledge, which are revealed in the textbook.

3) new data, theories, concepts, facts of pedagogy, psychology and private
methods.

4) the individual position of the author, the compiler of the school textbook.

5) the totality of existing social ideological attitudes in the period corresponding
to the appearance of the book. The practical significance of this topic lies in the fact
that the results of the study can be used to improve the quality of education in
secondary schools and help teachers achieve better results in teaching history and

reading.
