Abstract
The volume of the master's dissertation: 87 pages
Brief description of the work: This work consists of 4 chapters containing 9
paragraphs. The first chapter of the work is devoted to the theoretical foundations
of the formation of educational motivation of schoolchildren, which reveals the
factors of formation, problems and essence of educational motivation, as well as
the goals and objectives of the stages of a modern school lesson.
The second chapter of the master's thesis is devoted to Didactic resources and
methods of organizing the motivational stage. This part of the study describes the
features of the motivational stage of the modern school lesson, motivational
methods and techniques that help organize this stage of the lesson. And also the
developed and adapted didactic material is presented.
The third and fourth chapters of the study are practical. The third chapter of the
study reveals the peculiarities of the motivation of students at different levels of
general school education, due to a combination of factors: age, behavioral, as well
as the characteristics of the class team of students on the example of grades 5, 8
and 10 the Municipal Autonomous General Educational Institution Secondary
School No. 144.
The fourth chapter of the master's thesis describes, presents and analyzes the
practice of applying pedagogical methods and techniques for creating motivation
in the educational process. The process of approbation of methods and techniques
for organizing the motivational stage in the lessons of history and social science at
different levels of school education is characterized, and an analysis of the results
of experimental work is presented.
Object of study: the process of teaching history and social science at school.
Subject of research: features and problems of students' motivation at the initial
stage of the modern school lesson.
The purpose of this study: based on the study of the essence and problems of the

motivational stage of the lesson, to determine effective methods and methods for



organizing the motivational stage of the modern school lesson at different levels of
secondary school education and test them in educational practice.

The goal is to solve the following tasks:

1. To study the features of the educational motivation of schoolchildren in the
modern lesson of history and social science.

2. Consider the stages of a modern school lesson, describe them.

3. To identify the main problems that arise during the organization of the
motivational stage of the school lesson at different levels of secondary school
education.

4. ldentify and characterize the methods and techniques for solving these problems,
offered by modern pedagogical science.

5. Develop and describe didactic material for the implementation of methods for
organizing the motivational stage in the lessons of history and social science for
different levels of secondary school education.

6. Organize a diagnostic procedure for studying motivation and its characteristics
in students at different levels of secondary school education.

7. In the course of approbation in the lessons of history and social studies, to
identify the effectiveness of techniques and methods for organizing the
motivational stage of the lesson.

As part of the research on the topic of the master's thesis, the following methods
are assumed:

Theoretical research methods:

analysis and synthesis of information presented in the scientific and
methodological literature on the research problem, methods of comparison and
generalization.

Practical research methods: experimental method (in the course of testing the
methods and techniques for organizing the motivational stage of a modern school
lesson in the lessons of history and social science in grades 5, 8, 10 of the

Municipal Autonomous General Educational Institution Secondary School No.



144), method of observation (to track the effectiveness of certain techniques in the
conditions we have created)

Results:

1. We found that at the stage of organization and implementation of the
motivational stage of the lesson, the teacher faces the following problems and
risks:

- the lack of a particular student's understanding of the personal significance of a
particular topic of the lesson;

- a teacher's mistake in choosing a motivational technique, which can lead to a
decrease in the level of motivation of students;

- lack of differentiation in the choice of motivation method for different categories
of students, etc.

2. In the course of experimental work, we developed and tested didactic material.
We managed to differentiate the selected motivational techniques, structure them
according to such parameters as the subject area, age group, characteristics of the
class team, coverage of participants.

The practical significance of this work lies in the fact that the didactic materials
and their methodological justification contained in our study will create favorable
conditions for the formation of motivation in the lessons of history and social
science among middle and senior school students. And also, they will solve some
problems associated with a low level of motivation among students.

The dissertation was tested at the Il International Scientific Conference
"Preparing Future Teachers for Professional Activities in the Conditions of
Digitalization: Domestic and Foreign Experience”, as well as at the International
Methodological and Practical Conference "Pedagogical Potential - 2023".

Institution Secondary School No. 144, Krasnoyarsk.
