The object of the study is the process of teaching a foreign language in
grades 7-9.

The subject of the study is song material as a means of teaching foreign
language vocabulary in a foreign language lesson in grades 7-9.

The purpose of the study is to develop and test in practice an algorithm for
working with song material in the process of developing students’ lexical skills in
an English lesson in grades 7-9.

Methods used during the study: analysis of scientific literature on the
research problem and generalization of research results; monitoring the educational
process, questioning; experiment, diagnosis; methods of statistical data processing.
