Subject of a research is authentic series as a mean of developing
monologue speech skills for 8-9 grade students in the context of extracurricular
education.

Research purpose theoretical justification and experimental evidence of the
effectiveness of using an authentic series (using the example of "Wednesday"
series) in developing monologue speech skills during English language teaching in
8-9 grades within the framework of extracurricular education.

Research methods: theoretical analysis of psychological-pedagogical and
methodological literature on the research topic; studying documentation in the field
of Dbasic general education; analysis of pedagogical experience; testing,
methodological experiment; processing and analysis of research results.

Hypothesis suggests that the development of monologue speech skills in
teaching English in 8-9 grades in the context of additional education will be
effective due to the using of an authentic series (using the example of the
"Wednesday" series) in the teaching process.

Practical importance the following video course aims at developing
monologue speech skills based on additional foreign language education among 8-

9 grade students. The research results can be used as additional material in English



language classes in both extracurricular and general education systems under the
subject "English Language."

Scientific novelty of the research: the development of a video course
consisting of 20 lessons, divided into thematic blocks, entirely focused on
developing monologue speech skills for 8-9 grade students participating in an
additional program in the conditions of organizing extracurricular foreign language

education.
