Are you interested in the behaviour of people and animals? If you are, then you might enjoy the study of psychology. Psychology is the study of behavicur, but
this i a very large area of study. There are several different branches of psychology, sach of which studies a different aspect of behaviour.
Social psychologists study interactions among people. For example, a social psychologist might try to bearn about the situations that cause people to behave
aggressively. Another guestion studied by social psychologists is why certain people become attracted to each other. One of the interesting problems in social
psychology s conformity: whal causes people to behave in the same way, and to follow what others do and say?
Cogmnitive psychologists study thinking, memaory, and language. One problern studied by cognitive psychologists is how people rermember numbers. For
exarnple, what is the best way to memorize some numbsers? is it better to repeat the numbers to onese, or to try to sttach some meaning to these numbens? &

cognitive psychologist rmight also study languasge. For examiple, why can young children learn a second language so guickly and easily? Cognitive psychologists

are also interested in the ways that people learn to solve problems, such as finding a rew place.

people who are depressed. Other clinical psychologists might study the behaviour of people wio suffer from addiction to drugs, so that this problem can be
prevented and treated. Another topic of interest to clinical psychobogists is violent behavicur. [t is wery important to find ways of preventing violence and to

change the behaviour of persons who act violenthy.

Sorme psychologists are interested in the measurement of psychological chamcteristics. For example, psychologists might develop tests to assess a person’s

inteligence, personality traits, or interests. These tests can be used to help people make decisions abouwt education, cccupation, and clinical treatment.

Poychologists who study the behaviour of animals are called ethologists. Ethologists often go into wilderrmess areas to watch the sctivity of birds, fich, or other
animals. These psychologists try to figure cut why it i that some animals haee Sinstincts” for variows behaviours such as parenting, mating, or fighting. Some

ethologists have learned very much about the unusual behavicurs observed inmany animals.

These are only a few of the many areas of psychology. Truby, psychology is ene of the mest interesting areas of knewledge!

British Etiquette and Social Norms

Etiquette is “the customary code of polite behaviour in society or among
members of a particular profession or group”. — The Oxford English Dictionary
definition.

Knowing about British etiquette will make sure you integrate well into society
during your studies in the UK.

Time

British people swear by good timekeeping and being late is frowned upon or
even considered rude by many. Of course, there are times in life when arriving late is
completely out of your hands but it’s important to be punctual the majority of the
time. For example, if a lecture starts at 10am you must arrive by 10am. So, plan
ahead and make sure your ‘late arrivals’ are kept to a minimum.

Queuing

Supermarkets, train stations, banks — you’ll see queues everywhere you go in
the UK! British people are very disciplined when it comes to waiting in line patiently
and anyone who tries to jump the queue will probably receive some negative
comments or looks! However, most British people will happily let you move ahead of
them if you ask politely and have a valid reason.

Tipping

Sometimes even Brits find it difficult to know how much to tip a server in
cafes and restaurants, or if they should tip anything at all. Always check your bill
after your meal. If it reads “service not included” then this means that you can leave a
tip for the person that served you and the amount is at your discretion. If the service
was good, it is customary to add an extra ten per cent on top of the bill total. Many
Brits tip taxi drivers and hairdressers too, but the exact amount is the customer’s

preference.
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Manners

International students often tell us how surprised they are by the politeness of
the British public. ‘Please and thank you’ are probably some of the most common
phrases in the UK and it’s important to use them when appropriate. British people
are also famous for over-apologising! You’ll probably hear people say sorry for a
number of minor incidents such as bumping into you or asking you a question.

Spitting, passing wind, yawning/sneezing without covering your mouth and
littering should definitely be avoided in public.

Greetings

The most common form of greeting in the UK is a handshake. This is used
when meeting someone for the first time and in formal occasions. Usually you’ll
shake the other person’s right hand with your right hand. Hugging and kissing on the
cheek is usually reserved for greeting close friends or relatives. Hello or hi are
common verbal greetings and you’re also likely to hear ‘alright?’- this also means
hello and is not a question.

Mobile phone etiquette

The majority of adults in the UK have a mobile phone and social media plays a
huge part in British culture. Facebook, Twitter and Instagram are very popular and
many people use WhatsApp to communicate by text message. However, it’s
advisable to put your phone away when talking to someone or eating at the dinner
table.

Tea

A cup of tea is a quintessential symbol of British culture. You’ll probably be
offered tea in most places you visit in the UK. Tea can also mean your evening meal
in the UK so bare this is mind. Breakfast, dinner and tea or breakfast, lunch and
dinner are the most common names to describe meals.

British Humour

Sarcasm and being able to laugh at ourselves pretty much sums up British

humour. It may take a while to get used to this!
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Chivalry
Chivalry and traditional etiquette guidelines still stand. For instance, holding a

Rules of etiquette are usually unwritten and passed down from generation to
generation, although in days gone by it was common for young ladies to attend a
finishing school to ensure their manners were up to scratch. An attribute which was

felt particularly crucial in securing a suitable husband!

Whilst today good manners and etiquette are seen as a sign of respect,
particularly to those more senior (in either age or position), in Victorian
England when the class system was alive and well, etiquette was often used as a

social weapon in the interests of social advancement or exclusion.

English holidays and celebrations

The English word holiday comes from the phrase “holy day,” a “holy day,”
which in the past was dedicated to worship. Nowadays, there are both religious and
secular holidays.

New Year's Day

On the night from December 31 to January 1, residents of the United Kingdom
celebrate the beginning of the New Year. This holiday is traditionally celebrated
among family and friends, welcoming the first minutes of the new year with an old
song based on the words of the Scottish poet Robert Burns, ‘Auld lang syne’. The
party can go on long after midnight, until the New Year. It's common to make New
Year's resolutions, such as achieving a goal or quitting a bad habit.

January 14 - Valentine's Day

The historical Valentine's Day is today a celebration of love. Many residents of
the United Kingdom dine in restaurants with their sweethearts and give them
Valentine’s cards, chocolate, and sweets. If you're single, you can get an anonymous
Valentine from a secret admirer!

Shrove Tuesday or ""Pancake Day"*

Shrove Tuesday is the day before the beginning of Lent, when housewives
prepare a hearty meal with lots of eggs, milk and sugar, but now this day is also
celebrated by non-religious people.

Pancakes in England are made thin and most often served with lemon and
sugar or corn syrup (golden syrup).

Some towns in the UK also host pancake races, in which participants try to run
a distance with a frying pan in their hands, tossing a pancake as they run. One of the
most famous races is held in Olney, Buckinghamshire, where the first pancake race is
believed to have taken place back in 1445.

Easter Sunday
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In the Christian calendar, Easter is the most important holiday of the year. It
was installed in honor of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ.

People celebrate Easter in different ways, but many give each other chocolate
eggs and bake Easter hot cross buns.

October 31 - Halloween

Traditionally an American holiday, Halloween is also celebrated in the UK.
But unlike the Americans, who on this day can be seen in the most bizarre and varied
costumes, not necessarily scary, the British mainly strive to look creepy and
frightening.

As a rule, the image is created using white paint, which covers the face and
body, and red and black makeup, which is used to place “accents” to give the
“model” a bloody or even lifeless appearance.

November 5 - Bonfire night or Fireworks night or Guy Fawkes’ night

Historically, this day marks the anniversary of the plot of the English nobleman
Guy Fawkes, who intended to undermine the House of Lords and kill King James I in
1605.

The failed plot is immortalized in a nursery rhyme:

“Remember, remember the 5th of November; gunpowder, treason and plot”

These days, this event is celebrated with colorful fireworks.

December 25 - Christmas

Most Britons celebrate Christmas even if they are not religious. On this day,
Christmas trees are installed, gifts are given, Christmas carols are sung, mulled wine
IS drunk, and sweet pies with raisins and almonds are eaten. And if Christmas is
“white,” that is, it snows, they make snowmen and have snowball fights.

A traditional Christmas dinner consists of a whole roasted turkey with roasted
potatoes, vegetables, gravy and Christmas pudding for dessert (steamed sponge
pudding with dried fruit).
