The relevance of the topic of this study is determined by the fact that the level
of speech culture of middle-level students has significantly decreased today due
to the influence of television and the Internet. Modern speech is currently the most
discussed topic in the context of its culture due to the presence of a large number
of parasitic words, jargonisms, distortions and abbreviations of words to a couple
of letters.

The object of the research is the speech culture of 7th grade students
as a means of developing communicative competence.

The subject of the study: effective methods of developing the culture of speech
of schoolchildren of grades 7 on electives in the Russian language.

The purpose of the work is the theoretical substantiation, development and
approbation of an effective methodology aimed at the formation of speech culture
as a means of developing communicative competence.

To achieve the tasks set, the following methods were used: when working
on the theoretical part of the study, we rely mainly on such methods as search, to
form a database, methods for analyzing scientific literature on the topic of research;
generalization of theoretical material. When working on the practical part of this
study, we used empirical methods: system, descriptive, analytical, comparative.

In addition to these methods, we have applied a linguistic method to study
linguistic phenomena.

The practical significance lies in the fact that we have developed
an experimental program of an elective course in the Russian language for 7th grade
students on the formation of speech culture as a means aimed at the formation

of communicative competence.



The results of the work have been tested. The article "Speech culture as a
means of developing communicative competence” was submitted to the press based
on the materials of the conference within the framework of the XXIV International
