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Object of a research is the process of developing lexical and grammatical
skills in English lessons in the 5th grade.

Subject of a research is visualization of educational material as a means of
developing lexical and grammatical skills in an English lesson in the 5th grade.

Research purpose is to substantiate and test in practice the effectiveness of
using visualization of educational material for the development of lexical and
grammatical skills in English lessons in the 5th grade.

Research methods: critical analysis of the literature on the research
problem and generalization of the research results concerning the process of
development of lexical and grammatical skills, experiment, diagnostics.

Hypothesis: We assume that the development of lexical and grammatical
skills in an English lesson in the 5th grade will be more effective when using
visualization of educational material, since such exercises enhance the process of
perception of information and help students establish connections between lexical
and grammatical units of a foreign language.

Practical importance of the research lies in developing a specific set of
exercises that can be useful for teachers working with students of the basic general
level both in a comprehensive school and in a private language school.

Scientific novelty of the research lies in theoretical justification and

development of a number of recommendations for teachers that will help develop



the lexical and grammatical skills of students through a set of exercises compiled

using visualization tools.
