ABSTRACT

Studying the topic “Cultural contacts between the USSR and Western
countries during 1945-1991” in school history course is relevant due to opportunity
of the topic integration in such one according to normative documents governing
teaching history at school (Federal State Educational Standard of Secondary General
Education, Concept of Teaching a Course “History of Russia”, Project of Concept
of a New World History Education and Methodological Complex), solving a
traditional problem of a lack of time for teaching history of culture in the course, and
also a need of synchronization of History of Russia and World History courses for
solving an important task of the course on a worldview matter of developing
students’ personalities through consideration of History of Russia and its culture as

an inalienable part of the world-historical process.

The integration of the topic into the course is provided by the aforementioned
normative documents including Historical and Cultural Standard as a part of the
Concept. The representation of the topic in the 2023 History of Russia and World
History “unified textbooks” published by “Prosveshcheniye” (edited by V.R.
Medinsky, A.V. Torkunov; V.R. Medinsky, A.O. Chubariyan) briefly repeats the
material of the schoolbooks removed from use in schools and contains a personal
assessment of historical events. The previously used schoolbooks and educational
and methodological complexes by ‘“Prosveshcheniye” (M.M. Gorinov, A.A.
Danilov, M.Y. Morukov, edited by A.V. Torkunov, 2016; A.V. Shubin, M.Y.
Myagkov, Y.A. Nikiforov, under general editorship of V.R. Medinsky, 2021; A.V.
Shubin, edited by L.P. Zhelobanova, A.D. Dzyubak, 2019; O.S. and A.O. Soroko-
Tsyupa edited by A.A. Iskanderov, 2019) and “Drofa” (O.V. Volobuyev, S.P.
Karpachyov, P.N. Romanov, 2016) are more meaningful.

The lesson elements with a use of a wide circle of historical sources, cases
(for profile school forms) with studying of the text (normative document, journalistic
materials), statistical (schedule, charts) and visual (illustrations, postage stamps and



postal blocks, lapel pins, emblem patches) historical sources, arranging a debate on
the role of cultural interactions with Western countries and political changes in the
transformation of Soviet people’s consciousness during Perestroika years are
considered as possible variants of integration of studying the topic in lesson
activities. A quiz in the form of Own Game (same to Jeopardy!) and arranging a
“Historical Movie Club” — a series of meetings with watching and discussing the
feature films somehow related to these contacts — are considered as variants of
extracurricular activity. Project activities supposed individual and group projects on
studying the reflection of these contacts in Soviet periodical press and the elder
generations’ memory of such ones by means of a survey-interview are another

possible variant.
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
