ABSTRACT

Introduction Relevance of the study:

Education is one of the main directions in the policy of the state. The main
issues, development paths, and basic principles are discussed at various levels.
Public policy in the field of education has decided to move away from the Bologna
system. However, the Master's degree has already made a significant contribution to
the education system. And we, like any other story, should not forget it. And this
work presents a chronology of the history of the Master's degree. As such, and at the
Faculty of History of the KSPU named after V. P. Astafiev.

The relevance of the research is also conditioned by the need to comprehend
the historical path of the magistracy as a social institution. And also as a link between
education, society and science. And what problems it faced during its existence.

Starting from September 1, 2025, education is moving away from the Bologna
system. Consequently, such a direction as the master's degree will leave. This work
serves as the management of the historical summary of the master's degree in the
Faculty of History of the KSPU named after V. P. Astafiev. As a basis for
introducing the principle of chronicling the magistracy in the Historical faculty of
the KSPU named after V. P. Astafiev during its existence.

The degree of study of the problem was based on the works of such authors as:

The analysis of scientific literature on the research topic revealed



contradictions between:

-the need of the pedagogical community to solve modern theoretical,
methodological and organizational problems of the development of graduate studies
in modern Russia, and insufficient attention to the history and experience of similar
activities in the past.

- the importance for the development of the master's degree in modern Russia
of understanding and mastering ideas, content and organizational and
methodological solutions proven in the past, and attention to the regional
components of this process.

- the objective need for pedagogical continuity of the positive experience of the
development and transformation of the magistracy of the Faculty of History of the
KSPU named after V.P. Astafiev, and the lack of its comprehensive description in

the scientific and methodological literature.

The identified contradictions allowed us to formulate the problem of research:

the need to identify, substantiate and describe the holistic process of the

origin, formation and development of the magistracy of the Faculty of History
of the KSPU named after V.P. Astafiev in the totality of its components.

The urgency of the problem, its insufficient scientific development and
practical significance led to the choice of the research topic: "Formation and
development of the Master's degree in modern Russia (1990-2020)".

The purpose of the study: to identify, substantiate and describe the process of
formation and development of the Master's degree at the Faculty of History of the
KSPU named after V.P. Astafiev

The object of research is the theory and practice of the formation and
development of the magistracy of the Russian Federation.

The subject of the research is the process of formation and development of the

magistracy of the Faculty of History of the KSPU named after V.P. Astafiev.

The chronological scope of the study covers the period from 1992 to the present



-2025. The choice of the lower bound is determined by the topic of this paper.

The territorial framework of the dissertation research corresponds to the space

of the modern Krasnoyarsk Territory. Within the city of Krasnoyarsk.

In accordance with the problem under study, the purpose, object and subject of
the study, the following research objectives were set:
