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The object of the study is the process of teaching a foreign language to
primary school students with autism spectrum disorders.

The subject of the study is the application of person-centered strategies in
teaching a foreign language to primary school students with ASD.

The aim of the research development, justification and testing of the
effectiveness of a set of tasks based on personality-oriented strategies in teaching a
foreign language to primary school students with ASD.

To achieve this goal and solve the set tasks, both theoretical methods —
analysis of pedagogical, psychological, and methodological literature;
interpretation; study and generalization of information and empirical methods —
pedagogical observation and experimentation were used.

The working hypothesis of the research is that applying a set of tasks based
on person-centered strategies in teaching a foreign language to primary school
students with ASD will contribute to the effective development of their

communicative skills.

Theoretical significance of the research lies in summarizing the main areas
of development of communicative skills in primary school students with ASD,

considering a person-centered approach.



Practical significance involves developing main directions for correctional
and pedagogical work based on the level of communicative skills development in
young schoolchildren with ASD. Additionally, the data obtained can be used by
educators, defectologists, speech therapists, and psychologists for designing
individual correctional-educational programs and further research into

communicative skills development for primary school children with ASD.
