The girl looked across at the hills. ,,They*re lovely hills, she said. ,,They don*t really
look like white elephants. I just meant thecolouring of their skin through the trees.” ,,Should we have
another drink?* ,,All right.” The warm wind blew the bead curtain against the table. ,,The beer*s nice and
cool,” the man said. ,,It"s lovely,* the girl said. ,,It"s really an awfully simple operation, Jig,” the man said.
,It"s not really an operation at all.” The girl looked at the ground the table legs rested on. ,,I know you
wouldn“t mind it, Jig. It"s really not anything. It*s just to let the air in.” The girl did not say anything. ,,I“1l
go with you and Il stay with you all the time. They just let the air in and then it*s allperfectly natural.”

Theshadow of a cloud moved across the field of
grain and she saw the river through the trees. ,,And we could have all this,” she said. ,,And we could have
everything and every day we make itmore impossible.” ,,What did you say?“ ,,I said we could have
everything.” ,,We can have everything.” ,,No, we can“t.” ,,We can have the whole world.” ,,No, we can"t.”
