The thesis contains 17 tables, 13
lustrations, and 12 appendices. The bibliography includes 73 references 1o the

hterature used.

The purpose of the study is to provide a (heoretical basis, design, and

implementation of a parenting program aimed at developing moral feelings in older
preschoolers with disabilities using storywlhing technology.

The object of the study is the process of developing moral feelings in older
preschoolers with disabilities.

The following research methods were used in the study:

Theoretical methods: analysis of regulatory documents, theoretical-
methodological and conceptual-terminological analysis of literature on the research
problem;

_ Empirical methods: observation, experiment, conversation, diagnostics,
analysis of children's creative products, 2 d design.

Ihe novelty of the study hes in the development and testing of an educational

program for senior preschoolers with disabilities, which integrates storytelling

technology aime N
chnology aimed at the development of their moral feelings.

with disabilities.
