It was better paid than her present job but she gave it up because she
had always liked the idea of working on a ship. 'The only disadvantage is that there are constant
time changes when you go round the world and it makes you feel physically unwell," she says.

she says. 'My parents both worked here at the time, so it had become a kind of family tradition.
