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The Fifty States

The fifty states have joined together to create one great nation. The United
States is one of the biggest and strongest states, which nowadays attracts
worldwide attention. It’s a rather peculiar fact that the US did not always have fifty
states. At first there were only thirteen states. As the United States grew and
developed, more and more states joined the union. In 1959 the last two states
joined the US, these were Alaska and Hawaii.

Each state has its own name. More than a half of the states have names of
American Indian origin. Each state also has a flag with colors that have a special
meaning for the state. The flag is the symbol, of the state. There are also state
flowers, trees, and birds.

The size of each state is different, too. Alaska is the biggest state. Rhode
Island is the smallest one. It’s interesting that Alaska is 500 times bigger than
Rhode Island.

At the same time the population of different states varies greatly, and the
biggest state isn’t the most populous. On the contrary, in such states as South and
North Dakota, Vermont, Wyoming and Alaska live less than one million people,
while Illinois, New York, California, Texas and Florida have the highest
population — up to 20 Mil people. California has the highest population; the
number of people living here reaches 37 Mil. All in all the United States is home
for more than 325Mil people who came from all over the world.

The United States is the fourth largest country in the world. It occupies the
southern part of North America and stretches from the Pacific to the Atlantic
Ocean. It also includes Alaska in the north and Hawaii in the Pacific Ocean. The
total area of the country is about 9,5 million square kilometers. The USA borders
on Canada in the north and on Mexico in the south. It also has a seaboarder with
Russia.

In the area of the United States covers every type of land, there are forests,

deserts, mountains, and flat land. The highest mountains are the Rocky Mountains,
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the Cordillera, and the Sierra Nevada. The highest peak is Denali (Mount
McKinley), which is located in Alaska. America's largest rivers are the Mississippi,
the Missouri, the Rio Grande, and the Columbia. The Great Lakes on the border
with Canada are the largest and deepest in the USA.

The climate of the US varies greatly. The coldest regions are in the north.
The climate of Alaska is arctic. The climate of the central part of the country is
continental. The south has subtropical climate. Hot winds blowing from the Gulf of
Mexico often bring typhoons. The climate along the Pacific coast is much warmer
than that of the Atlantic coast.

The USA is a highly developed industrial country. It is the leading producer
of copper and oil and the world’s second producer of iron ore and coal. On the
industrial enterprises of the country they produce aircrafts, cars, textiles, radio and
television sets, weapon, furniture, and paper.

Moreover, the United States is a big cultural center. It impressed tourists
from all over the world by the number of its sight to which belong theaters,
galleries, monuments etc. The NASA museum, Capitol Hill with the White House,
The Lincoln Memorial and Washington Monument, Yellowstone National Park,
the Statue of Liberty — they are all worth visiting and seeing. That’s why the USA
attracts millions of tourists every year and excites the imagination of those who

still hasn’t been there.

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Washington, D.C.

Among many cities, Washington, D.C.is the most interestingly designed and
most beautiful city in the United States. It the capital of the United States of
America and it is situated on the Potomac River in the District of Columbia.
Though the capital had been located earlier in New York City and then in
Philadelphia,

Washington D.C. is an unusual city because, first of all, it is a city that has
no state. It is a district - the District of Columbia or D.C. The district is a piece of
land ten miles square and it does not belong to any separate state but to all the
states. The district is named in honor of Columbus, the discoverer of America.
That is why we say Washington D.C.

The capital owes much to the first President of the USA -George
Washington, who became president in 1790. Until that time the new United States
had no capital city but it was obvious that there had to be a capital city that would
have been not a part of a state. So it was exactly G. Washington, who chose the
place for the District, near his home, Mount Vernon, and laid in the same year the
corner-stone of the Capitol, where Congress sits. The states of Maryland and
Virginia gave some land and this made the District of Columbia. The name of the
capital is up to this day after George Washington.

The city of Washington, D.C. has wide streets, parks, and beautiful
buildings. These buildings tell us the history of the United States. Washington,
D.C. is not the largest city in the USA. It has a population of 900 000 people. Itis a
one-industry city, and this industry is government. One of the most important
buildings located in Washington, D.C. is The White House, the home of the
president; the Americans call it the President's residence. Another world famous,
the largest and the tallest building is the Capitol with its great House of
Representatives and Senate Chamber. This is where Congress meets to make the

laws of the country. It’s often a great surprise for the tourists that there are no
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skyscrapers in Washington, D.C. This is explained by the law according to which
no other building must be taller than the Capitol.

Not far from the Capitol is the Washington Monument, which looks like a
very big pencil. It rises 160 meters and is hollow inside. A special lift brings
visitors to the top in 70 seconds from where they can enjoy a wonderful view of
the whole city.

Another imposing sight of Washington, D.C. is the Jefferson Memorial. It
was built in memory of the third President of the USA, Thomas Jefferson, who was
also the author of the Declaration of Independence. The memorial is surrounded by
cherry-trees. Moreover in this city one can visit the Lincoln Memorial devoted to
the memory of the 16th President of the US, the author of the Emancipation
Proclamation, which gave freedom to Negro slaves in America.

On the other bank of the Potomac lies the Arlington National Cemetery
where President Kennedy was buried. American soldiers and officers, who died in
World Wars | and 11 are buried there too.

Among other famous sights of Washington, D.C. are also Vietnam Veterans
Memorial, National Zoological Park, and Martin Luther King Jr. Memorial
Library.

Washington, D.C. is a very attractive city, and tourism is an important
business for it. Millions of people visit Washington, D.C. every year as they want
to see the capital of the USA and observe its beautiful nature and sights.
Washington, D.C. is very special in the spring. It is cherry blossom time. Japan
sent more than 3,000 cherry trees to the United States in 1912. The trees have
beautiful flowers in March or April. It is a very pretty time to see Washington,
D.C.
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The White House

In Washington, D.C., 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue is a very special address.
It's the address of the White House, the official office and residence of the
president of the United States of America. Many years ago it was known as the
Presidential Palace or the Executive Mansion.

Originally the White House was gray; it was built from 1792 to 1800. At this
time, the city of Washington itself was being built. The building has quite simple
but graceful looks. The White House with its landscapes occupies about 18 acres
of land. The only president who didn’t reside here was George Washington (1789-
1797) — the first president of the country. He lived in New York and Philadelphian
residences. However, it was him, together with a French engineer Pierre Charles
L'Enfant, who chose the place for the new city. L'Enfant then planned the city and
the President's home was an important part of the plan. A contest was held to pick
a design for the president's home. An architect named James Hoban won. He
designed a large three-story house of grey stone.

The first president to live there was John Adams, the second president of the
United States, and his wife. Mrs. Adams didn’t really like her new house. It was
always cold there and even fifty fireplaces couldn’t warm the three-storey
mansion.

In 1812 the United States and Britain went to war. In 1814 the British
invaded Washington. They burned many buildings, including the Presidential
Palace. After the war James Hoban, the original architect, partially rebuilt the
president's home. To cover the marks of the fire, the building was painted white.
Before long it became known as the White House.

The White House is one of the most popular tourist attractions in the United
States. Every year more than 1.5 million visitors go through the five rooms that are
open to the public. So it’s worth visiting the White House that is an important part

of American culture and history.
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New York City

There many interesting famous cities in our world - they attract thousands of
tourists and their names we know from childhood. New York is exactly one of
such cities. It’s the largest city in the United States and more than eight million
people live there, and together with its suburbs the population comes to 16 million
people. In spite of this, New York City is not the capital of the state of the same
name.

New York State is a state in the northeastern United States, and is the 27th-
most extensive, fourth-most populous and seventh-most densely populated U.S.
state. The U.S. State of New York has been known by many nicknames, most
notably as the Empire State, adopted as late as the 19th century. The capital of the
state is Albany, a small town with the population less than 100 thousand people.
There many sights in NY State, it's worth visiting Baseball Hall of Fame, Howe
Caverns, Niagara Falls, US Military Academy and certainly New York City.

New York is the largest city and port in the US. More than half the trade of
the United States goes through this city and thousands of ships come to the port
each year. It is the industrial and cultural center of the country, its economic
capital. It is the financial and business center of the world, as well as the center of
the mass media.

American travel agencies call New York ‘the wonder of the world’. New
York is a multi-national city, people from all over the world came to live there but
three quarters, or 75% of the people in NY City are Afro-Americans, Jews,
Italians, Puerto Ricans and Irish. Altogether people that live in New York speak 75
different languages.

New York City consists of 5 parts, ‘boroughs’, as they are called there, these
are Brooklyn, the Bronx, Manhattan, Queens and Richmond. The center of New
York is located on the granite island of Manhattan which lies between the Hudson

River and the East River. Here is the heart of America’s business and culture.
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As New York is the city of skyscrapers, there’re a lot of tall buildings like
the World Trade Center, or the Empire State Building, the pride of the New
Yorkers, and hundreds of others. NY City has the finest museums and the best art
galleries in the country. If you want to see a play, there are many theaters you can
go to on Broadway. The street called Broadway is the center for theater and night
life in the US. It is a city that never goes to sleep. Buses and subway run all night.
There are many shops and restaurants which never close, there’re cinemas with
films that start at midnight. Broadway is known as ‘The Great White Way’ because
of the electric signs which turn night into day.

Besides, New York has a famous opera House, the Metropolitan, where
international stars sing from September until April. The Carnegie Hall is the city’s
most popular concert hall.

There are some more places of interest in New York such as American
Museum of Natural History, Bronx Zoo, Hayden Planetarium, City Hall, Statue of
Liberty, which is one of the symbols of the US, United Nations Headquarters,
Brooklyn Bridge, St. Patrick's Cathedral, and other wonderful sights of New York.
One may spend years in this city bus still won’t be able to observe all that is worth

seeing and visiting. That’s why it’s an amazing opportunity to travel to NY.
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America’s Symbol of Freedom

The Statue of Liberty is a splendid statue, which stands on a small Bedloe's
Island at the entrance to New York harbor. Its top reaches 305 feet (nearly 100
meters) above the water level. The Statue of Liberty is the work of the well-known
19th-century French sculptor Frederic Bartholdi. The statue is made from copper
sheets and it is hollow inside. 225 tons of metal were used for its construction.
Inside there is a circular stairway from the base to the crown, so visitors can go
inside the statue.

The figure shows a young woman freeing herself from shackles. She holds a
torch in her right hand above her head, and in her left hand is a tablet, with the date
"July 4th, 1776" on it, which symbolizes the Declaration of Independence. The
torch lights up at night, the statue stands on the east side of Manhattan Island.

The Statue of Liberty was put up in 1886. It was a gift to the United States
from the people of France. Over the years France and United States had a special
relationship. In 1776France helped the American colonies gain independence from
England. The French wanted to do something special for the U.S. 100 birthday.

Laboulaye was a well-known Frenchman who admired the United States.
One night at a dinner in his house, Laboulaye talked about the idea of gift. Among
Laboulayes guests was the French sculptor Frederic Auguste Bartholdi. Bartholdi
thought of a statue of liberty. He offered to design the statue.

Many people contributed in some way. The French people gave money for
the statue. Americans designed and built the pedestal for the statue to stand on. The
American people raised money to pay for the pedestal. The French engineer
Alexander Eiffel, who was famous for his Eiffel Tower in Paris, figured out how to
make the heavy statue stand.

In the years after the statue was put up, many immigrants came to the United
States through New York. As they entered New York Harbor, they saw the Statue
of Liberty holding up her torch. She symbolized a welcome to a land of freedom. It

became national monument in 1924.

Mount Rushmore

There are a lot of wonderful interesting sights in the USA; these are
monuments, memorials, buildings, statues etc. Some of them are dedicated to the
famous people who made a big contribution to the development and prosperity of
America. Mount Rushmore is exactly an example of such sights.

Mount Rushmore is a 6,200-foot mountain in the state of South Dakota. The
faces of four American presidents — George Washington, Thomas Jefferson,
Abraham Lincoln, and Theodore Roosevelt form the Mount Rushmore National
Memorial, and these are the largest carved figures in the world.

The memorial is the work of the sculptor Gutzon Borglum. The state of
South Dakota chose Borglum for the job because he was famous for his huge
statues but even for Borglum, this memorial was a challenge.

Borglum began work in 1927. The only way to get up the mountain was on
foot or on horseback. Borglum and his helpers had to make the trip hundreds of
times just to bring up the equipment they needed.

Borglum had prepared a smaller model of the faces. Points were measured
on the model, and then transferred to the mountain to show where to remove rock
and how much rock to remove. Workers then used drills and dynamite to remove
rock and create the faces. This work was, of course, difficult and dangerous,
especially in the cold weather.

The Mount Rushmore Memorial took fourteen years to complete. Borglum
died shortly before it was done. His son finished the work. Finally, in 1941, the
memorial was opened to the public. People were amazed. The faces of the
presidents looked so real, and they were about sixty feet high-as a five-story
building.

Nowadays it is a world famous monument, and more than 3 million tourists
visit Mount Rushmore every year. It really impresses by its size and beauty and no

wonder Mount Rushmore has become an iconic symbol of the United States.
