Abstract

The theme of the master's thesis: the Transformation of the image of power
during the Russian revolution of 1917 in modern Russian cinema and its impact on

the formation of the worldview of students.

The object of the study: is the modern Russian art cinema about the revolution

of 1917 and its role in the formation of schoolchildren's worldview.

The subject of the research is: the transformation of the image of power
during the revolution of 1917 in modern Russian cinema and its impact on the

formation of students' worldview.

The aim of the research: to show the transformation of the image of power during
the revolution of 1917 in modern Russian cinema and to reveal its influence on the

formation of schoolchildren's worldview.

Methodology of research: the paper uses analysis, synthesis, retrospective method.

Questioning and interviewing are applied.
Results of the study:

1. The source base of the research was formulated: six films and serials about the
Russian revolution of 1917, which help to form an idea of the nature and image of
the Soviet power, were singled out. All presented films were created in the period
from 2005 to 2018.

2. In accordance with the specifics of the research work, we have compiled criteria
for evaluating feature films, which include: Compliance of the plot of the video with
the chosen topic; compliance of goals, content and results; the possibility of using in

the educational process; information saturation; the absence of historical mistakes;



aesthetic design; emotional capacity, associative wealth; social significance; the use

of sound; the presence of a list of historical sources in the credits.

3. We have noticed a shift in thinking towards a liberal democratic paradigm. This
thesis is supported by the results of the survey: some respondents over the age of 35
see in the actions of the revolutionary government the need and potential for the
creation of the rule of law. In turn, the majority of respondents negatively assesses
the activities of the Bolsheviks and characterizes their activities as too cruel. Thus,
given the factor of changing generations, it is impossible not to notice the
restructuring of public opinion in the perception of the Bolshevik power from

positive to negative.

4. In the course of the survey, we considered the problems of the influence of the
images of power in the modern Russian cinema since the revolution of 1917 on the
formation of the worldview of schoolchildren and revealed a commitment to the

liberal democratic paradigm among the younger generation.

5. Our study has revealed that modern films are one of the factors in the formation
of students ' worldview and along with the growth of motivation for the study of
history, strengthen the anti-scientific representation on the theme of the image of
power during the Russian revolution of 1917.in this regard, we have proposed
methodological recommendations of modern feature films about the revolution of

1917 in the classroom and extracurricular activities of the teacher.

During the study, we have done a lot of work to identify the problems of
transformation of the image of power in modern Russian cinema, the influence of
modern Russian cinema on the Outlook of students, the analysis of the
historiography of the problem, systematization and generalization of the studied
material. In this paper, we see a long-term perspective of the study, as this topic

involves a wide range of issues that require consideration.

Scientific novelty of the research: to date, the topic of representation of the image of
power during the Russian revolution of 1917 has not been studied and is a layer of

problems that create a favorable area for research. The presence of public interest in



these events and its leaders encourages to pay attention to how the image of power
in the minds of the people changes over time and what influences this
transformation. Cinema has been and remains one of the most effective means of
shaping the worldview. Therefore, the study of the problem of transformation of the
image of power during the Russian revolution of 1917 in modern Russian cinema

and its impact on the formation of pupils ' worldview deserves special attention.

Practical significance of the research: the aim of school historical education is to
form a complete picture of Russian and world history, taking into account the
relationship of all its stages, their importance for understanding the place and role of
Russia in the world. Our study allows us to approach the question of the need for the
formation of critical thinking in schoolchildren. Mastering the skills of verification
encourages the younger generation to ask questions, to question the pseudo-
historical facts that are widely broadcast in movies, which in the future will

favorably affect the fight against distortions in history as a science.
