Abstract of master's thesis
Platonenko VWyacheslav Mikhailovich on the theme:
"Creation of study guide on local history as a means of studying small urban
settlements in the subject "Geography" (for example, the village Tyazhinsky
Kemerovo region)»

The relevance of the work is caused by the insufficient level of teaching of
local history in schools and the transition of Russian schools to the new state
standards, which do not provide for the presence of a regional component, which
included local history. As a result, many educational institutions are experiencing
difficulties in including the subject of "local history™ in the basic educational
program.

One of the ways to solve this problem — the creation of an integrated course
in the form of teaching materials on local history, which will consider the
geography, history, flora and fauna of the village Tyazhinsky and its surroundings.
This manual will be a supplement to the program material in the teaching of
geography, where teachers and students of the village schools will be developed
independent practical tasks. The manual will help teachers to enhance the
educational and extracurricular activities of students in their cognitive and creative
work in the classroom, as well as in extra-curricular activities.

Object of research: the process of formation of local history knowledge of
geography in students in primary school.

Subject of research: textbook as a means of forming students ' knowledge of
local lore (on the example of the village Tyazhinsky Kemerovo region).

Purpose: to develop a module on the geography of the village Tyazhinsky for
training manuals on local history "Tyazhin - my homeland."

Research problem:



1. To analyze the theoretical basis of the geography of small urban
settlements.

2. To reveal the role of local history in the educational process.

3. To provide a comprehensive geographic characterization of village
Tyazhinskiy.

4.  To carry out the selection of local history material and formulate tasks
for its assimilation by students for the training manual "Tyazhin - my homeland".

Research methods: descriptive, statistical, analytical, comparative,
cartographic, historical.

The volume of work 78 pages. The thesis contains 2 tables and 8 figures.

The first chapter is devoted to the study of the theoretical foundations of the
study and allocation of PGT. Various approaches and criteria of allocation of city
settlements, modern features and problems of their social, economic and
geographical research are revealed.

The second chapter presents the geographical characteristics of the village
Tyazhinsky: history and development of the village, physical and geographical
conditions; characteristics of socio-economic development and demographic
situation; sectoral structure of the economy; environmental situation; socio-cultural
infrastructure.

The third chapter analyzes the normative documents and the state of the
problem under study in the conditions of secondary school Nel Tyazhinsky village
and considers the possibility of inclusion in the regional component of the
curriculum of the school integrated course "local history". The paper presents the
educational and thematic curriculum on the geography of the village Tyazhinsky;,
as part of the declared course, as well as the theme, content and practical tasks for
students.

Summary:



1. The sectoral structure of the economy of the village Tyazhinsky is
represented mainly by the food industry, service industries and non-production
sphere. External functions are represented by the activities of transport-road and
rail.

2. In its further development of the village Tyazhinsky has the following
advantages: the presence of roads and Railways of Federal importance (transport
hub), close location to the oil pipeline, a fairly high potential for the development
of food industry, agriculture, development of folk crafts.

3. The disadvantages of the development of the Tyazhinsky village: distance
from the regional center, the reduction in population due to natural loss and
migration outflow, limited employment opportunities, lack of prospects for young
people and the lack of universities, a large degree of deterioration of the housing
stock, the availability of poor housing, low level of improvement.

4. Module on geography of the village Tyazhinsky for study guide on local
history "Tyazhin - my homeland "is designed to introduce the educational program
of the basic school of local history content, reflecting the regional specifics, and
the formation of personal characteristics of students, "loving their people, their

land, their Homeland."
