«friends» will break with him immediately.

All things considered, it seems to me that it is very difficult to be rich and
famous. However, what is better: to have the possibility of living luxuriously, but to
bear with talk, different opinions, looks, or to live modestly like most people, but
without constant attention on the part of the people around you?
