The study's
aim was to increase the awareness, understanding and sensitize peopl e involved in sport
of the physical and psychological pressures faced by the elite Young athlete. There are,
according to the study, both positive and negative effects of intensive training for young,
elite, athletes.

With the increasing training demands for high-level sport,
it is imperative that young athletes are provided with the flexible school schedule,
otherwise they could very easily run into trouble trying to cope with the so time
demanding training schedules and school. Young athletes should be definitely educated
at school to value education and the acquisition of knowledge, and by no means they
should "drop out" school for sport. A combination of the two should always be the
ultimate target.
