Abstract of the master's thesis

Theme of master's thesis: Participation of public organizations in the patriotic

education of youth.

Patriotic education in the Russian Federation is an urgent and priority area of state
domestic policy, since patriotism and citizenship are important conditions for the
stable economic, political, social and cultural development of the country. Of
particular importance is the process of forming citizenship and patriotism among
young people, since from the youth years the processes of socialization of an
individual and the assimilation of established social norms and values have been

intensively taking place.

The methodological basis of the study was made up of the following methods:

institutional, behaviorist and structural-functional.

The object of the study is the participation of public organizations in the patriotic

education of youth.



The subject of the research is the features, forms and ways of increasing the
effectiveness of patriotic education, as one of the directions of participation of

public organizations in it.

In the first chapter, we conclude that patriotism is understood by many experts and
citizens differently, but each meaning they highlight is a component of the holistic
concept of patriotism, which manifests itself in actions and in the active social
activity of a person. Patriotic sublime emotional feelings, arising out of love for
their “small Motherland”, eventually turn into a nation-wide patriotic self-
awareness and conscious love for their Motherland. The active side of patriotism is
capable of transforming the sensory principle into things useful for the state and
the Fatherland, which are determined by the dynamic development of society and

the state.

Summing up all of the above in the second chapter, we can conclude that the more
various elements of patriotic education in the field of national politics are used, the
more likely it is to achieve the desired result in solving the problems of not only
patriotic education, but also to build a real civil society and an atmosphere of

mutual friendly attitude to each other representatives of different ethnic groups.

The result of the study was the development of a methodology for organizing a
program of patriotic education of youth, which made it possible to more
qualitatively and clearly demonstrate the importance of patriotic education of

youth in modern Russian democratic multicultural society.
