Synopsis of a thesis

Theme of the dissertation: Olympiads as a part of educational process to develop personal
competencies among the fifth-grade pupils at The History of Ancient Greece.

Author of the dissertation: Kochegarova Anastasia Stanislavovna.

Olympiads are one of the most widespread forms of work in academic subjects. They help
to prepare pupils for life in modern conditions, and above all - in a competitive environment.
Nowadays the results of the participation of schoolchildren in Olympiads are a part of a qualitative
assessment of education of a school, a city, a region, and also are one of the criteria for evaluating
the effectiveness of a teacher's work. The importance of the Olympiads demands certain

requirements on the quality of its results, transparency and technologies of the process.



In view of the above, it is relevant to study the influence of the Olympiad as a form of
extracurricular activity on the assimilation of specific educational material by pupils. It will
improve the effectiveness of the form of work itself.

The degree of knowledge regarding the problem of working with young talented students,
the organization and the conduct of school Olympiads are displayed in national literature. Similar
themes were investigated by Russian scientists: V.N. Pinaev, A.S. Stankevich, V.M. Kirukhin
researched the methodological features of conducting Olympiads in computer science and
programming, the creation of automated systems for conducting competitions.

In research of Besedina E.A., Burkova T.V., Nalivaiko R.A. there was studied an approach
to organize Olympiads on history to improve the knowledge of Russian history among
schoolchildren. G.A. Tripfonova, A.E. Salionov in their research studied the role of Olympiads on
history in the educational process, the influence of the Olympiads on the identification of talented
students and their further development.

Kovaleva G.V., Poroshina T.I. in their teaching-method handbook studied psychological
and pedagogical aspects of work with talented students in the circumstances of GEF.

Systematic approach was studies in researches of A.N. Aver’anova, V.G. Afanas’ev, [.V.
Blayberg, V.N. Sadovskiy, E.G. Ugin and others. Scientists, such as V.P. Bespalko U.A.
Konarzhvskiy, N.V. Kyzmin, V.A. Slastenin, V.A. Yakytin and other studies the ways of
systematic approach realization at education progress.

Object of the study: development of personal competencies of pupils in fifth-grade.

Subject of the study: the History of Ancient Greece Olympiad as a part of educational
process.

Purpose of the study: development of personal competencies among fifth-grade pupils in
the theme of The History of Ancient Greece via Olympiads as a form of education.

Objectives of the study:

1) To study the essence of Olympiad in the process of education;

2) To research the system of Olympiad schoolchildren preparation;

3) To define developing competencies of schoolchildren during the preparation and
conduct of Olympiad;

4) To create a list of Olympiad tasks using the materials of The History of Ancient
Greece,

5) To predict the development of personal competencies among the fifth-grade
students after the Olympiad.

In a study a complex of Olympiad tasks was developed. This complex could be used as a

test of knowledge of students upon completion of the study of the section "Ancient Greece".



The analysis of the results of the school stage has proved that the implementation of history
Olympiads develop an interest in studying history among fifth-grade students effectively. It helps
to increase the level of competence, develops a desire for independence in completing assignments
and a positive emotional attitude to the subject.
