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ABSTRACT

The structure of the master's work: a work of 138 pages, consists of an
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, bibliography (80 sources), 8 applications.
The work is illustrated with 15 tables.

The problem of the research is to study the features of the formation of
empathy as a professionally significant quality, theoretical justification,
development and implementation into the practice of secondary vocational
education of a program that contributes to the formation of pedagogical empathy
among students of a pedagogical college.

Purpose of the research: to study the features of the formation of empathy
among students of a pedagogical college in the process of obtaining secondary
vocational education, to develop and test an educational program that contributes
to the formation of pedagogical empathy among students of a pedagogical college.

Object of research: features of the formation of empathy among students of
a pedagogical college.

Research subject: empathy building program as a professionally significant
quality of future teachers for the implementation of inclusive education.

The hypothesis of the study was the assumption that the formation and
development of empathy of future teachers as a professionally significant quality
for working with children with disabilities will have a positive trend, provided:

1. Enriching the content of the student training program (through the use of
hours at the choice of the educational organization through the introduction of the
interdisciplinary course program "Theory and methodology of inclusive
education").

2. Updating the forms of organizing classes, methods and techniques for
working with students.

3. Implementation of direct involvement of students in the activity of

interaction with children with disabilities through the volunteer movement.



The research used the following research methods: theoretical (analysis of
the literature on the research problem); empirical (observation, survey,
experiment): focus observation of students' activities during different types of
practice, a method of diagnostic experiment (*"Test card of communicative activity"
(Psychological tests edited by A. Karelin to identify the cognitive component of
empathy; questionnaire of the level of empathic tendencies .M. Yusupov (to
characterize emotional empathy as a personality trait)), a series of special events
and training sessions; methods of qualitative and quantitative data processing and
interpretation of the results of empirical research.

The novelty of the research: the potential possibilities of using the content
of the educational interdisciplinary course "Theory and methods of inclusive
education” and the organization of volunteer activities of students in the
development of pedagogical empathy among students of a pedagogical college are
substantiated.

The theoretical significance of the research: the content characteristics of
the levels of empathy development among students of the pedagogical college are
described.

The practical significance of the study of the work lies in the fact that the
data obtained in the course of the experimental study and their qualitative
interpretation make it possible to determine the content of the program for
preparing students of pedagogical specialties for professional activity in the
context of the implementation of inclusive education. The materials presented in
the master's thesis (the program of the interdisciplinary course "Theory and
Methods of Inclusive Education™ and the experience of volunteering) can be used
by specialists working with students of other educational pedagogical institutions
of the secondary and higher professional education system to organize the
educational process aimed at the formation of empathy.
