ABSTRACT

Thesis for a master's degree in pedagogical education "Case method as a

means of forming financial literacy of junior schoolchildren."

The purpose of the research is to develop and substantiate a collection of cases
on financial literacy for primary schoolchildren based on an analysis of theoretical

sources and to test its effectiveness experimentally.
The object of the research is the financial literacy of primary schoolchildren.

The subject of the research is presented by the case method as a means of

forming financial literacy of primary schoolchildren.

The hypothesis is the assumption that the process of forming financial literacy
of primary schoolchildren will be effective if, on the basis of an analysis of
theoretical literature on the research problem, develop a collection of financial

literacy cases for primary schoolchildren, implement the named means of forming



financial literacy of primary schoolchildren within the framework of the main

general educational program primary general education.
The theoretical basis of the study was:

— the research makes provisions on the financial literacy of the adult
population (A.V. Abysheva, E.S. Korchemkina, D.A. Shevchenko, V.A.
Davydenko, N.V. Garkusha, A.l. Medvedev, A.P. Akseonov and others);

— provisions on financial literacy of primary schoolchildren (E.L.

Rutkovskaya, E.E. Stupina, M.E. Paatova, M.Sh. Daurova, etc.);

— provisions on ways of forming financial elementary schoolchildren in
Russia and the world (I.S. Vinnikova, N.V. Smirnova, V.V.Shestel, A.E. Stoyanova,
N.G. Krasnorutskaya, etc.);

— the position of the case method as a means of forming financial literacy of
primary schoolchildren (L.M. Fomicheva, D.A. Makhotin, Yu.l. Vstavskaya,
N.A.Migranova, etc.).

During the study, the following methods were used:

1. theoretical: analysis of scientific, journalistic, methodological literature on

the research problem.
2. empirical: testing, questioning.

3. statistical: quantitative and qualitative analysis of research results,
comparison of samples using Student's t-test.

The experimental base of the study was the educational institutions of the
Kuraginsky District of the Krasnoyarsk Territory: the Municipal State Educational
Institution "Tyukhtyat Primary School No. 41" and the Municipal State Educational
Institution "Cheremshansk Secondary School No. 20". Students of the primary stage

of education, pupils of grades 2-4, in the amount of 58 people, took part in the study.



In total, 21 sessions were held with younger schoolchildren as part of the work with

the collection of cases "Secrets of Financial Literacy".
There are two publications on the research topic:

— article "Financial literacy of junior schoolchildren: discussions about the
concept™ in the online publication: "Modern problems of science and education”,

included in the list of the Higher Attestation Commission;

— report "Towards a discussion on the financial literacy of primary
schoolchildren™ in the collection of the International Scientific Youth Forum

"Lomonosov-2021".
In the course of the study, the following results were achieved:

1. The definitions of the concepts "Financial literacy", "Financial literacy of
primary schoolchildren” have been clarified. The ways of forming financial literacy
of primary schoolchildren in Russia and in the world are concretized. The definition

of the "Case method" concept has been clarified.

2. Criteria and levels of formation of financial literacy of primary
schoolchildren have been determined. A specific diagnostic complex was selected
for diagnosing the state of the level of formation of financial literacy of primary
schoolchildren. The main ways of changing the financial literacy of primary

schoolchildren have been identified.

3. A collection of cases "Secrets of financial literacy" has been developed,
consisting of three sections: "Your knowledge of finance", "Your attitude to
finance", "Your behavior in the world of finance". Each section includes cases aimed
at increasing the level of financial literacy of primary schoolchildren according to

one of the criteria: cognitive, emotional-evaluative, activity.

4. Changes in the criteria and levels of formation of financial literacy of
primary schoolchildren were traced before and after working with the collection of
cases "Secrets of Financial Literacy".



Thus, the main goal of the study has been achieved, which is to develop and
substantiate a collection of financial literacy cases for primary schoolchildren on the
basis of an analysis of theoretical sources and test its effectiveness experimentally.
Positive dynamics can be traced among the respondents, which confirmed the
effectiveness of the collection of cases “Secrets of Financial Literacy” developed by

us.

The practical significance of the study is that we have proposed criteria and
levels of the formation of financial literacy of primary schoolchildren, which make
it possible to track it in the process of mastering the basic general education program

of primary general education.

The result of our research is confirmation of our hypothesis: the case-method

contributes to the formation of financial literacy of primary schoolchildren.
