The dissertation consists of 152 pages, contains 27 illustrations, of which 12
figures and 15 tables, 2 annexes, a list of used literature, including 102 sources.

The hypothesis of the study: we believe that the formation of tolerance of
younger schoolchildren in relation to children with disabilities will be most
productive in the implementation of the psychological and pedagogical program we
have developed.

The object of the study: the tolerant attitude of younger schoolchildren
towards children with disabilities.

The subject of the study is a psychological and pedagogical program for the
formation of a tolerant attitude of younger schoolchildren to children with
disabilities in an inclusive education.

The aim of the study is to identify the features of the formation of a tolerant
attitude of younger schoolchildren to children with disabilities in an inclusive
environment and to develop a psychological and pedagogical program for the
formation of tolerance in this group of subjects.

Methods used:

- analysis of literature;

- surveillance;

- testing;

Qualitative and quantitative research methods.

The sample of the study was 40 students of 2nd grades. For the study, two
classes were selected from one parallel with a similar structure of the student team.

20 students of the 2nd "'s" class, of which two are children with ZPR, one is autistic.



20 students of the 2nd "I" class, of which one child with ZPR, one autistic and one
with cerebral palsy.

As a result of the establishing experiment, we revealed that a quarter of junior
schoolchildren in both control and experimental groups have a low level of
tolerance. They are intolerant of the shortcomings of other people, are not ready to
accept their characteristics, they are annoyed by deviations in the development of
their peers. In order to increase tolerance among younger schoolchildren, we have
developed a program for the formation of a tolerant attitude of younger
schoolchildren to children with HIA.

Testing of the developed program took place during a formative experiment,
which was organized in the form of training sessions, conversations and
consultations of students on personal development.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Psychological literature on the problem of the formation of tolerance in
childhood has been studied;

2. Features of tolerant personality properties of pupils have been revealed;

3. A programme has been developed and tested to develop a tolerant attitude
towards children with HIA in an inclusive environment, and its effectiveness has
been determined.

Thus, the main goal of the study is achieved, the hypothesis is proved.

The theoretical significance of the study is determined by the fact that its
results allow expanding and deepening scientific ideas about the features of the
process of forming tolerant personality properties. A programme for the
development of a tolerant attitude towards children with HIA in inclusive education
has been developed and scientifically based. The conceptual and terminological field
on the problem of the formation of tolerance in childhood has been expanded,
deepened and refined.

Practical significance of the study: a psychological and pedagogical program
has been developed and implemented to form a tolerant attitude of younger
schoolchildren to children with HIA in an inclusive education. Quantitative data

presented in the empirical part of the study, revealing the features of tolerant



personality properties of younger schoolchildren, can be used by psychologists,
teachers, defectologists, tutors and other specialists working with this category of
students in order to build a system for forming tolerant personality qualities of

younger schoolchildren.
