ABSTRACT

The Master's thesis is presented on 69 pages of typewritten text and consists of
an introduction, three chapters, conclusions, conclusion, bibliographic list and
appendix. The text of the dissertation contains 12 drawings. There are 75 sources in
the bibliographic list.

The hypothesis of the study: the formation of educational motivation of
adolescents will be most productive in the implementation of the psychological
program developed by us.

Object of research: educational motivation of 8th grade students. Subject of
research: psychological program of formation of motivation of teenagers by study.

The purpose of the study: to theoretically substantiate, develop and
experimentally test the effectiveness of the program for the formation of educational
motivation of adolescents.

The purpose, subject and hypothesis of the study determined the formulation of

the following tasks:



1. Analysis of the literature on the problem of studying the educational
motivation of adolescents.

2. As a result of empirical research to identify the features of educational
motivation of adolescents.

3. To propose a psychological program for the formation of educational
motivation of adolescents and to test its effectiveness.

Research methods:

1. Methodology "Focus on knowledge acquisition™ by E. P. Ilyin and N.A.
Kurdyukova;

2. Methodology for studying the motivation of teaching students of grades 5-
11. (M.1. Lukyanova, N.V. Kalinina);

3. Questionnaire "Educational motivation” (for students of grades 5-8) by G.A.
Karpova.

The study was conducted on the basis of the Municipal Autonomous
Educational Institution "Secondary School No. 150 named after Hero of the Soviet
Union V.S. Molokov" (MAOU Secondary School No. 150). The study involved
students aged 13 to 14 years.

The methods and techniques used in our ascertaining experiment allowed us to
solve the tasks and obtain statistically reliable results. So, the tasks of our work on
the formation of educational motivation of teenagers were solved.

A program has been developed for the formation of educational motivation of
adolescents, which consisted in the comprehensive conduct of classes for an
experimental group of adolescents. The approbation of the developed program took
place during a formative experiment, which was organized in the form of training
and correctional and developmental classes for the formation of educational
motivation of adolescents. In addition, we conducted individual consultations with

adolescents with experimental influenza in between classes.



Theoretical significance: the paper summarizes and systematizes the current
theoretical approaches of researchers on the problem of educational motivation.
Conclusions and a psychocorrection program can serve as a methodological
recommendation for conducting classes for psychologists, as well as a psychological
recommendation for teachers when working with adolescents.

Practical significance: The results of the study will significantly increase the
level of educational motivation among students of adolescents, and may also be
useful in the development of complexes of psychological programs for the formation
and development of educational motivation.

Analyzing the results of a secondary empirical study of the data and
comparative analysis, we noticed minor changes in the control group, which may be
related to the natural development of the subjects, and significant changes in the
experimental group. We found that in the experimental group the level of educational
motivation became significantly higher, the leading motives of educational activity
changed.

Consequently, when working with this group, the necessary psychological
prerequisites were created that contribute to the development and formation of
educational motivation.

Thus, the program developed by us for the formation of educational motivation

of adolescents is significant and effective.
