Across, on the other side, were fields of grain and trees along the banks
of the Ebro. Far away, beyond the river, were mountains. Theshadow of a cloud moved across the field of grain and she saw the river
through the trees. ‘And we could have all this,” she said. ‘And we could have everything and every day we make itmore impossible.’
