Beautiful Britain is a registered charity. BB, as it is better known, was formed in 2002 by the journalist Graham Hawkins and his actress
wife, Selena Tyrone.

BB has three areas of operations. Its first objective is to clean up Britain. BB argues that there is more waste ground and rubbish dumps
in Britain than parks and playgrounds for children. We don’t need so many areas for rubbish. The problem is that we are not very
organised at getting rid of rubbish and the government doesn’t like to spend money on cutting down on rubbish. BB hopes to clean up
these rubbish areas and turn them into clean land for families and children.

When society faces an economic downturn, the first sector to face sweeping cuts in terms of state funding and support is the arts.
However, strangely enough, it has also been noted that all forms of art become more popular when times are hard. More people go to see
films, or watch a play in an attempt to escape the doom and gloom of reality and the wealthy invest in art as financial institutions
crumble.
