Welcome!

As a new student, you've arrived two days before term starts to look
around and get settled in before your course begins and the place fills up. Here is
some information to make all that a bit easier (we hope!).

The Student Welfare Office is normally open from 4 p.m. till 8 p.m.
Monday to Friday. Today and tomorrow it will be open all day, from about 9 a.m.
This is the place to come if you have any problems, for example about money
(not yet, surely?) or accommodation (we have a list of rental agencies and also
advertise any rooms which become available in the university hostels at the end
of term). We also give out university identity cards which you need to join the
library and which allow you to get discounts at a number of local shops
(including bookshops) and places of entertainment, such as clubs and cinemas.

On Monday and Tuesday of next week, second-year students will be
running a book sale in the canteen from 10 a.m. — 3 p.m.. Many of the books on
your first-year reading list will be available and we suggest you should look here
first before spending too much on new books.

The university canteen (open from 7.30 a.m. till 7.30 p.m.) sells hot meals,
fairly cheaply, as well as snacks and drinks, but it'll save you money to cook at
least some of your own meals. There is a basic cookery course starting next week
(run by students for students, so it's really practical). If you don't know how to
boil an egg, this is for you. It's always full, so get your name on the list in the
welfare office now!

The sports centre is open from today. Look on the noticeboards there for
information about athletics, swimming, team games, and so on. It is also possible
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to join some local city clubs, such as golf or squash, at a discount (show them
your card) if you can play at a reasonable level. Addresses in the sports centre
office.

The Music School welcomes all members of the university, whatever their
main subject of study, for part-time courses. Why not take the opportunity to start
learning the guitar, violin or piano while you're here? Many advanced students
offer really cheap lessons.

RikkiMbaza has a very English name but his part of central Africa is
suffering from a problem that few in England would have to put up with: a lack

The Shrinking Lake

of rain so acute that Rikki's livelihood is literally evaporating away.

"I would love to have the English weather here in Chad. Then the lake

would not go away."
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RikkiMbaza lives in the town of Bol near the shores of Lake Chad, a lake
that has shrunk by 90% in the last 40 years. A lack of rain is only one of many
culprits being blamed for this emerging disaster.

"I am a fisherman. For me, it is like watching my life draining away every
day. The fishing is getting worse and worse in the lake. They are getting smaller
and | think the fish breeding has been disrupted by the reduction in area and in
depth.” Lake Chad is only a meter deep in most places.

Rikki struggles now to provide enough food and income for his wife Achta
and their four children. Achta has had to take up pottery in her spare time in
order to try and boost the amount of money coming into the household every
month.

"Our rent doesn't go down with the level of the lake unfortunately,” Mbaza
complains. "We still have six mouths to feed but | need assistance from the
government. They have left me to fend for myself in a desperate situation."

While one can understand RikkiMbaza's frustration with his government,
his accusatory tone is perhaps a little unfair. The Chad government has often
seemed like a powerless, rudderless boat caught in the storm of international
politics.

Angela Muscovite at the Center For African Politics at UCLA sees little
reason for optimism in the case of the shrinking lake in the African heartland.
"The story of Chad Lake is a modern day environmental tragedy. This is a body
of water that, in 1960 was over 25,000 km2 in size - now it's less than 10% of
that."

"It has been so over-exploited and it is an issue the whole international
community, obviously more so those governments in Africa, need to co-operate
on to find a resolution. And that isn't going to happen any time soon. By the time
it does, they'll be arguing over a puddle in the middle of the desert. It's sad but
that's how | see things panning out."”

The guilty parties, as so often in these cases, blame each other for the
problems that now beset the lake. Charlie Vaughan, who teaches Environmental
Science at Cambridge University in Britain, explains why the lake is going the
way of the Dodo. "The main culprit is geography funnily enough. Chad, Niger,
Nigeria and Cameroon all lay claim to the waters of this lake and you only need
a five metre shoreline to be able to extract water from it. The whole area has
been a target for massive irrigation schemes over the last couple of decades with
each country's agricultural ministry blaming the other three for the problems. In
an area with plentiful rainfall, it wouldn't be so much of a problem. This is a dry
area."

None of this gesturing and buck-passing will help Rikki, Achta and their
four children in the near future. "I am learning how to fix cars. | don't think cars
will be disappearing soon and will certainly last longer than this lake will,"
muses the glum-looking fisherman. "There won't be any more fishermen in this
area in ten years." And with that, he says he has to go and study how to remove
and repair brake pads.

The best-selling sports drink, Zumo, is produced by Zumospa, a food and
drinks company based in Valencia, Spain. In the last financial year, Zumo
contributed €30 million to Zumospa's annual sales revenue, accounting for 20%
of the company's total turnover, and €4.5 million in profits. It is, in fact,
Zumospa's cash cow, generating more revenue than any other of its products. At
present, Zumo is sold only in Europe. However, the sports drink market is the
most rapidly growing segment of the world beverage market. Zumospa would
like to make Zumo a global brand, even though the market is very competitive,
with major companies such as Coca-Cola, Pepsi Cola and Heinz fighting for
market share.

Some characteristics of Zumospa’s marketing background include:
