Research purpose is to identify the effectiveness of using authentic materials
as a means of developing the sociocultural competence of students when teaching a
foreign language in primary school.

Research methods: analysis of scientific literature on the research problem;

competence of students; modeling, questioning of students, observation,
experimental work, analysis of regulatory documentation.

Hypothesis: authentic materials will contribute to the formation of
sociocultural competence provided that: 1) taking into account the interests and
psychological characteristics of students and the level of development of their
language and speech skills; 2) compliance with the methodological sequence of
presentation of authentic materials; 3) reflection in authentic materials of the modern
realities of life of students in the country of the language being studied.
