Object of a research is the process of teaching a foreign language in
elementary school.

Subject of a research is he formation of linguistic (phonological)
competence at the lesson of a foreign language in elementary school when teaching
reading.

Research purpose is to justify, develop and experimentally test the
effectiveness of the application of a set of exercises based on the educational
platform of Vznania in conjunction with methodological aids in the process of
forming phonological competence of 2nd grade students.

Research methods: analysis of methodological literature on the research
problem and generalization of research results; monitoring of the educational
process in order to identify the effectiveness of using the phonetic method in
teaching reading at the lesson of a foreign language in the 2nd grade; diagnostic
methods (experiment, diagnostics); methods of the study of the phonological
competence of 2nd grade students.

Hypothesis we assume that the use of a set of exercises based on the
educational platform of VVznania when working with methodical aids based on the
phonetic method of teaching in the English language lesson in the conditions of
elementary school will contribute to the effectiveness of the process of formation

of phonological competence of students.



Practical importance lies in the possibility of applying its results in the
practice of teaching a foreign language in elementary school.

Scientific novelty of the research lies in describing the possibilities of
teaching reading in elementary school on the basis of phonetic method with the use
of electronic educational platform. Recommendations for primary school teachers

that will help to use online applications in the learning process are developed.
