Object of a research — the process of forming lexical and grammatical skills
of students in primary school during foreign language lessons.

Subject of a research — the interactive notebook as a method for developing
lexical and grammatical skills of students in English classes in Grade 2.

Research purpose — theoretical justification, development, and experimental
testing of the effectiveness of using interactive notebooks in the process of forming
lexical and grammatical skills of students in primary school during foreign
language lessons.

Research methods: Theoretical research methods include literature analysis
on the research problem, analysis of key concepts and terms, analysis and
synthesis, induction and deduction, classification. Empirical methods involve
monitoring the learning process to identify the features of using interactive
notebooks, assessing students' skills in the lexical and grammatical aspects of the
language, and modeling the learning process using interactive notebooks in
primary school. Diagnostic methods include interpretation, generalization,
comparison, and data statistical processing.
