‘It’s really an awfully simple operation,
Jig,” the man said. ‘It’s not really an operation at all.” The girl looked at the ground the table legs rested on. ‘I know you wouldn’t mind
it, Jig. It’s really not anything. It’s just to let the air in.” The girl did not say anything. ‘I’ll go with you and I’ll stay with you all the time.
They just let the air in and then it’s allperfectly natural.” ‘Then what will we do afterwards?” ‘We’ll be fine afterwards. Just like we
were before.”

But you’ve got to realize — © ‘I realize,” the girl
said. ‘Can’t we maybe stop talking?” They sat down at the table and the girl looked across at the hills on the dry side of the valley andthe
man looked at her and at the table. “You’ve got to realize,” he said, ‘ that [ don’t want you to do it if you don’t want to. I'm
perfectlywilling to go through with it if it means anything to you.” ‘Doesn’t it mean anything to you? We could get along.” ‘Of course
it does.
