example of Krasnoyarsk”

Statement of the problem: the need to determine pedagogical prospects for
using historical experience in regulating discipline in educational institutions of
the Russian Empire in the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries, to
improve the modern system of education and upbringing.

Purpose of research: conducting a historical and pedagogical study of the
mechanisms of legal regulation and the practice of maintaining discipline in
educational institutions of the Russian Empire of the second half of the 19th - early
20th centuries, using the example of educational institutions of Krasnoyarsk.

Research problems:

- analyze a set of theoretical approaches in the study of the phenomenon of
“discipline” and its role in regulating the life of Society,

- assess the role of the sociocultural phenomenon “discipline” as a factor
influencing the quality assurance and sustainability of the educational process;

- explore the mechanisms of legal regulation of student behavior in the
Russian Empire in the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries;

- analyze the practice of maintaining discipline in educational institutions of
the Russian Empire in the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries;

- generalize the practice of maintaining discipline in educational institutions
of Krasnoyarsk in the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries;

- identify the possibilities and feasibility of using historical and pedagogical
experience in regulating discipline in the modern educational process.

Research results:

1. Discipline is a certain regime operating within a social structure,
established through a normative act or the will of an official, manifested in its

regulatory, axiological, moral, ethical, political and sociocultural functions.



2. Discipline as a prerequisite for ensuring the sustainability and quality of
the educational process is both one of the goals of education and a means of
achieving goals in the implementation of a unified process of education and
upbringing.

3. The mechanism of legal regulation and the practice of maintaining
discipline in educational institutions of the Russian Empire in the second half of
the 19th — early 20th centuries. depended to a greater extent on the specifics of the
policy implemented by the state authorities in the field of education.

4. The basis of the practice of maintaining discipline in the activities of
educational institutions of the Russian Empire in the second half of the 19th - early
20th centuries. lay an imperative method in the form of prohibitions and
permissions, provided both by means of coercion, in the form of disciplinary
measures, and by all kinds of incentives.

5. The process of maintaining discipline in educational institutions in
Krasnoyarsk in the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries. contributed to
the formation of the legal culture of students.

6. In modern conditions and in the foreseeable future, when improving
domestic education, theoretical and practical experience in regulating discipline in
educational institutions of the Russian Empire in the second half of the 19th - early
20th centuries will be useful in using its results for the needs of pedagogical
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science and the practical activities of teachers.
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
