Statement of the problem. The problem that the study is aimed at solving is
the recognition of the difficult situation of expanding stakeholders (stakeholders)
in modern educational conditions and awareness of the urgent need to build
healthy, harmonious conditions for the educational process as a whole and work
with parents of children with learning difficulties. This raises the question of the
"upbringing of the educator", the psychological adaptation of the psychologist, the
"adulthood of adults" capable of responsible behavior in their role functions.
Therefore, one of the important components of solving this problem is a
comprehensive work that takes into account the preparedness of all participants in
the educational process to address issues of correction of children with learning
difficulties. In this work, the main focus is on the problems of cooperation with
parents of children with learning difficulties.

3. To conduct an empirical study aimed at studying successful practices and
methods of group, family and individual counseling based on a phenomenological
approach.

4. To present the most effective counseling practices used by the participants
of the expert survey, reflecting the comprehensive work on counseling the parents
of a child with learning difficulties.

5. Present the results of a study of the possible causes of learning difficulties
using the example of a special case: the influence of the type of parental education
on children's learning difﬁculties..

6. Describe a model of counseling parents of children with learning
difficulties based on the interpretation of the results of an empirical study.
Research results. A model of counseling parents of children with learning
difficulties has been developed. This innovative model is promising for use in
educational, psychological, pedagogical and pedagogical practices in the field of
psychological and pedagogical counseling for parents of children with learning
difficulties in accordance with the following criteria: 1) An integrated approach: 2)
A phenomenological basis; 3) Integration of psychological counseling methods; 4)
Assistance programs and adaptation criteria; 5) Principles of training specialists.

The model substantiates the development of individualized assistance
programs based on the results of a comprehensive psychological diagnosis of both
the child and the parents, and a phenomenological analysis of phenomena. The
criteria for the adaptation of parents and the child are designed to determine the
effectiveness of the support provided and allow for point-by-point adjustment of
strategies in accordance with the identified personal, psychological and other
characteristics of the personalities of parents and the child, as well as with

changing needs. At the same time, the focus of the model is focused precisely on



the adaptation of parents, where important elements are the assessment of the type
of family upbringing and attitude, the level of "adulthood" and other characteristics
of the family aimed at prioritizing work with the child's environment, which

directly affects the success of adaptation, learning and development.
