This final qualifying work contains 120 pages of text (including a list of 98
sources used and 9 appendices), has an approbation of the results obtained, which is
confirmed by the publication of the article "Ethnocultural approach to enriching and
activating the vocabulary of students in grades 5-6 in Russian lessons™ based on the
materials of the conference within the XXIV International Scientific and Practical
Forum of Students, postgraduates and young scientists "Youth and science of the
XXI century" in 2023.

The object of the study is the process of enriching and activating the
vocabulary of students in grades 5-6.

The purpose of the work was to study the methodological feasibility of using
the works of Siberian writers and poets in Russian language lessons to enrich and
activate the vocabulary of students in grades 5-6.

The methodological basis of the research is logical and semantic analysis,
comparative analysis, general scientific methods (synthesis, generalization,
deduction, induction), the method of contextual analysis, pedagogical experiment
(ascertaining and forming), qualitative and quantitative assessment of the results of
students' activities. The combination and totality of these methods are adequate to
the purpose and objectives, object and subject of the study of this work.

The scientific novelty lies in the development and use of complex
speech maps and creative tasks based on the material of ethnocultural texts,
contributing to the enrichment and activation of the vocabulary of students in grades
5-6 in Russian lessons.

To study the passive vocabulary of students, we used tasks to interpret the
lexical meaning of words in the read text.

The assessment of knowledge of lexical meaning was carried out according to
the following parameters:

1. The correctness and completeness of the explanation of the lexical meaning
of the word,

2. The wealth of synonymous series used to interpret the meaning;

3. Detection of antonymic pairs;



4. The correctness of the interpretation of figurative expressions.

The levels of vocabulary development in 5th grade students according to all
these parameters were found out by us empirically.

The study was conducted in grades 5 "B" and 5 "B" of the Municipal
Autonomous Educational Institution Lyceum 11, Kirovsky district.

As a material for the study, an artistic text was taken — the Fairy Tale of the
peoples of Siberia "The Shrewd Otter” [76.C190]. An indispensable condition for
choosing a text was its belonging to the works of Siberian writers and the presence
of some words unfamiliar to students in it.

As a result of our experiment, we found that the predominant level of
development of active and passive vocabulary is low for the tested students. It is
characterized by the inability of students to determine the semantic meaning of a
word (most often, schoolchildren try to comprehend the content of a word unfamiliar
to them by its external form, insufficiently correlating their preliminary guesses with
the text); to give the correct interpretation of the word by replacing it with words of
similar or opposite meaning; to understand the wealth of linguistic means, figurative
expressions; convey your thought, describe an object or phenomenon, using
skillfully selected and studied words to accurately convey information.

To solve this problem, we have developed author's comprehensive speech
maps in the Russian language based on the material of ethnocultural texts of Siberian
writers and poets and creative exercises, which are included in the methodical
printed edition "Cultural Diary of a lyceum student”.

To test the effectiveness of the formative experiment, we applied the
techniques that were used in the study of the current level of development of the
passive and active vocabulary of students in the control and experimental classes.

When re-conducting psychodiagnostics of students, we used the story of the
Siberian writer V.P. Astafiev "The Russian Field", which has an ethnocultural
orientation. The experimental work carried out confirmed our assumptions. In the
course of the study, positive results were obtained: in the experimental (5th "B")

class, where methodological work was carried out on the linguistic material of



Siberian writers and poets, the level of development of all parameters characterizing
the state of passive vocabulary significantly increased among students. In addition,
the students of this class demonstrated the ability not only to understand the meaning
of difficult words, but also to use them in their own speech, adequately to the
situation. And this already indicates a high level of development of their active
vocabulary.

Thus, we believe that the use of the author's set of exercises and speech maps
in Russian lessons, implemented on the basis of ethnocultural texts, is a necessary

and effective means to enrich and activate the vocabulary of students in grades 5-6.
